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COUNTY OF CLAY)

The February 5, 2018, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Jim Bowman, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Frank Phillips led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Jim Bowman. 

A motion to approve the January 2, 2018, regular meeting minutes and January 29, 2018, special meeting minutes was made by Jim Bowman, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF WTH PRESENTATION
Steve Leatherman with WTH Technologies gave a presentation on data sharing. Steve stated WTH has offered this program for 10 years and currently has 27 Counties that participate in the program. Each County would generate an ordinance stating the cost of $750.00 or $1,500.00 for large data which would be a 2/3 payment to WTH and 1/3 to Clay County. Eric will review the contract and ordinance 1-2018 of the Clay County Board of Commissioners and Clay County Council establishing fees for electronic map data created and maintained by Clay County and restricting certain commercial reproduction of said electronic map data and will finalize at the March meeting.
Motion to accept Ordinance 1-2018 of the Clay County Board of Commissioners and Clay County Council establishing fees for electronic map data created and maintained by Clay County and restricting certain commercial reproduction of said electronic map data for first reading was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF H J UMBAUGH CONTRACT
Jennifer Flater presented the Umbaugh contract to assist with the 2019 budget process and stated the money is already in the Auditor’s budget for 2018.

Motion to approve the Umbaugh contract was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF 2018 COMMISSIONERS APPOINTMENTS 

Paul stated the Commissioners make two appointments to the PTABOA board each year. Commissioners are proposing Mark Loudermilk as the Democrat appointment and Bryan Culver as the Republican appointment.

Motion to appoint Mark Loudermilk (D) and Bryan Culver (R) to Property Tax Assessment Board of Appeals for a one year term was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THOMSON REUTERS AGREEMENT
Kellie Upperman with Circuit Court presented the Thomson Reuters agreement. This is an annual agreement; however, the contract is for three years to lock in a 2% increase for each year. This program allows Circuit Court access to the States records of cases. 
Motion to approve the Thomson Reuters Contract was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF VAXCARE PRESENTATION
Brian McGarth with VaxCare presented information to the Commissioners explaining how the company works. Brian stated VaxCare works with half the Health Departments in the State. They are able to provide vaccines for children and adults at no cost to the County. There is also no cost for vaccines that expire, or if a refrigerator or freezer were to break, the vaccines would be replaced the next day at no cost as well. Eric has requested a few changes to the agreement and has been informed the changes will be made. This will be added to the special meeting later this month.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS
Bryan Husband stated FEMA required Clay County to have a new plan of action in place by December 31, 2017. Bryan has submitted the County plan and FEMA gave their approval. Bryan is working with the Surveyor, E911, Health Department, and Assessor’s Office to make it mandatory to see if property is in a flood zone. Bryan will keep the Commissioner’s updated on the progress.

Bryan Husband informed the Commissioners the new Mitigation Plan is ready for review and approval. The current plan was approved in 2008 and needed to be updated. Once the Commissioners approve the Counties Plan it will go to FEMA for final approval. Bryan stated he will also make sure all the incorporated Cities have the opportunity to accept the plan as well. 
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
