IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS TANF GRANT

Mary Brown requested approval for the renewal of the Community Corrections TANF grant for the FY 2018. The grant will be from July 1, 2018 thru June 30, 2019 for $1,175,625.00. The TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families) grant pays for the Choices services program. There is only 10 Counties that apply for this particular grant.
Motion to approve the Community Corrections grant was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2017 ANNUAL REPORT FOR HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

Paul presented the 2017 Annual Highway Report for approval. Paul said he wanted to give credit to the Office Manager Justin Lewicki for having this report done so quickly. The report is due June 1, 2018.

IN THE MATTER OF FIDLAR TECHNOLOGIES CONTRACT

Fidlar offers several new features that will benefit Clay County. Fidlar is currently in 43 counties in Indiana. The current contract with Conduent will terminate on December 31, 2018.

IN THE MATTER OF 2018 VOTING PLACES
