The June 4, 2018, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Jim Bowman, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the May 7, 2018, regular meeting minutes was made by Jim Bowman, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF DAR PRESENTATION
Erin Dulin, a member of DAR, requested permission to restore the Gertrude James painting in the Courthouse rotunda. Gertrude was a local woman for many years and her paintings are sought after. Clay County has three of her paintings; Bee Ridge Church, Old portion of hospital, and the Courthouse. Erin explained there is a good chance we would qualify for a DAR grant to pay for the restoration. All grant applications are due by July 1, 2018. Paul stated he looked at the painting and it is dated 1934.
Motion to approve DAR to proceed with applying for grant to pay for the restoration of the painting was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR REIMBURSEMENT CONTRACT FOR STATE ROAD 246
Paul stated the Commissioners signed an agreement for the unofficial detour when the State started working on the bridge on State Road 246. After completion of the bridge the Commissioners estimated the repairs to the County Roads used for the detour to be $11,712.25. 
Motion to approve Unofficial Detour Reimbursement Contract with INDOTfor $11,712.25 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF DUST CONTROL PROGRAM
Paul stated for the dust control program this year the County will pay 50% and the homeowner would pay 50% for a minimum of 300 feet and a maximum match of up to 400 feet. Anything over 400 feet the homeowner would pay 100% of the cost. The County has an agreement with Great Lakes Chloride and Cork’s Dust Control. This will give the citizens the opportunity to choose between the two programs. One taxpayer was concerned with dust on his road and requested the road be chip and sealed again like it once was. Bryan stated he would look into the road in question.
Motion to approve Resolution 3-2018 for Dust Control Program for 2018 was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS
Jim stated the Commissioners had made 3 appointments to the Center Point Zoning Board and still had one position left to fill. Dick Boyce stated he was willing to serve on the board for the four year term.
Motion to appoint Dick Boyce, Democrat, to the Center Point Zoning Board for a 4 year term through December 31, 2021, taking effect today was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
