The August 6, 2018, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Jim Bowman at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Jim Bowman, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Jennifer Flater. 

A motion to approve the July 2, 2018, regular meeting minutes was made by Paul Sinders, seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 2-0-1. 

IN THE MATTER OF SUPERIOR COURT COPIER LEASE
Mark Malone, with Indiana Business Equipment, presented a new 60 month copier lease for Superior Court. Mark explained the current lease will expire in 17 months and can be terminated today to start the new lease. The copier is starting to have issues with feeding paper thru. The new lease will be for 60 months at $217.50 per month.

Motion to approve Superior Court copier lease for 60 months was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF IPAC DRUG PROSECUTOR GRANT

Zach Clapp, Deputy Prosecutor, presented the IPAC Drug Prosecutor Grant to the Commissioners. This is a no County match grant to provide funding assistance to Prosecutors and Sheriff Department personnel. Clay County was eligible for up to an additional $2,000.00. Zach stated the grant application can be submitted on August 13. 

Motion to approve the IPAC Grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF WIC LEASE AGREEMENT

Liz Wheby presented the lease agreement with the Brazil Armory. There are no changes to the contract with a begin date of October 1, 2018 thru September 30, 2019. 

Motion to approve the WIC Lease Agreement was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF SHERIFF VEHICLE REPLACEMENT
Sheriff Harden explained one of the reserves was in an accident that totaled a vehicle and most of the equipment. Coughanowr Insurance has been really good to deal with and have been very helpful. The County should receive a check in the next week to cover the car and equipment. Jim will sign the title to the damaged car today. 

IN THE MATTER OF WTH RESOLUTION

Eric presented resolution 2018-4 Authorizing Commissioner President to Approve WTH Electronic Map Data Application Agreements. WTH has had a request for Clay County data and per the agreement that was signed in March 2018 the Commissioners need to give authorization for the data to be released. Clay County will receive a third of the payment from WTH. Eric stated having this resolution in place will allow the President of the Commissioners to sign without having to present in a public meeting. Paul stated he would like for the Commissioners to consider cancelling the agreement. Paul discovered that Scott has the capability to furnish our data. 

Motion to approve Resolution 2018-4 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR CONTRACT FOR STATE ROAD 59
Paul stated INDOT has requested an unofficial local detour while work is done on South State Road 59. INDOT stated this is to replace a small structure and should not take long to complete. The detour will be on CR 950 S, CR 175 W, CR 850 S, to SR 246 with construction beginning on August 10, 2018.
Motion to approve the Unofficial Detour agreement # DES-1296226 with INDOT was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR CONTRACT FOR STATE ROAD 246

Paul stated INDOT has requested an unofficial local detour while work is done on South State Road 246. INDOT stated this is to replace a small structure and should not take long to complete. The detour will be on CR 500 W, CR 1100 S with construction beginning on July 10, 2018.

Motion to approve the Unofficial Detour agreement #DES-1006347 with INDOT was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF JOINK FIBER AGREEMENT FOR BRAZIL PART 1
Jim stated Joink has requested an agreement for use of Clay County right of way on roads and ditches to put in fiber optic cables.
Motion to approve THE Joink Fiber Agreement for Brazil Part 1 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY SUPPORTIVE SERVICES FOR VETERAN FAMILIES

Noble Shaw gave a presentation to the Commissioners explaining what services they offer to veterans. One of the main options is grants for veterans with low income. Another outreach program is called REACH that is able to assist veterans and non veterans. The purpose of today is to formally request use of a room in the Courthouse when meeting with a veteran. Paul explained they would need to contact Jennifer Flater to schedule use of the Commissioners Courtroom. 

Motion to approve the Supportive Services for Veteran Families and REACH program for use of a room in the Courthouse was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY FOR A DRUG FREE COMMUNITY GRANT

Jennifer Flater presented the CCSAC Local Prevention Treatment Justice Grant for Mr. Stuckey who could not be here today because of the first day of school. This is a no County match grant renewal request for $26,550.00 that the County has been receiving for at least 15 years. Paul stated Mr. Stuckey has been very active with this grant in both Clay City and Northview High Schools.  

Motion to approve the CSCAS Grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS
Jennifer Flater presented 2 claims for approval totaling $752.42. The first one is for $90.00 to correct a payment on July 30th, 2018 that was made for $120.00 and should have been $210.00. The second was missed for $662.42 for the same grant as the other claim. The grant terminated on June 30th, 2018 and the final day to submit reimbursements is August 13th, 2018.

Motion to approve the claims as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
