IN THE MATTER OF EXTENSION OFFICE AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT
Julie Hart with Purdue Extension Office explained the new appendix that goes into detail of what services Clay County is to receive for the 2019 contract. This is to amend the salary for the Purdue Extension Agent to $43,720.00 for 2019. The contract is January 1, 2019 thru December 31, 2019.

IN THE MATTER OF BROWNFIELD COALITION SUPPORT LETTER
Jim Coffenberry requested authorization for a letter of support from the Commissioners for the Brownfield Coalition for four counties.  The current deadline is January 31, 2019, and is subject to change.  A total of $600.000 will be requested in the grant for Clay, Parke, Sullivan, and Vermillion Counties.  This is considered a nationwide grant.  If approved, West Central will be the lead organization for the grant process.  No county match is required for the grant.
