The October 21, 2019, special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Bryan Allender at 10:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Bryan Allender, and Marty Heffner. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Jennifer M Flater, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF EMA POSITION

A motion to approve Robert Gambill for the EMA position effective November 1, 2019. His salary will be $37,000.00. On May 1, 2020, his salary will go to $37,500.00. On January 1, 2021, his salary will go to $38,000.00 or the raise which the County Council will provide during their September budget hearings in 2020. Rob will receive the highest of $500.00 or the raise provided by the County Council. If a bonus is given by the County Council and no raise, Rob will be given the $500.00 which will make his base salary $38,000.00. He will also be eligible for the bonus given by the County Council. As he is going from one Clay County position to another Clay County position, Rob will not lose any benefits such as vacation days, sick days, etc. was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF HEALTH INSURANCE INFORMATION
Cathy Dunn, with Dunn & Associates, discussed how our health insurance plan is doing this year. Cathy provided packets of information regarding the 2020 insurance renewal quotes. Cathy also provided RX data and clinic comparisons to the Commissioners as requested. Cathy stated the best quote came from Crum & Forster for a 12/15 $50,000.00 specific plan and a 12/12 aggregate renewal. Cathy explained Clay County has had Kroger Prescription Plan as our prescription drug program for two years and she would like to consider changing to True RX. Cathy presented a hand out to the Commissioners and stated the County could save $90,000.00 to $100,000.00 per year if we switch. 
Motion to approve Crum & Forster 12/15 $50,000.00 specific plan and a 12/12 aggregate renewal was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
Motion to approve True RX Prescription plan was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to approve changing the out of pocket expenses for Plan A (Regular plan) to Drug $2,000.00, Medical $5,400.00, and Deductible $750.00 for a total of $8,150.00. Plan B (High Deductible) to Drug $1,650.00, Medical $5,000.00 and Deductible $1,500.00 for a total of $8,150.00 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to approve Emergency Room visit co-pay to $400.00 unless admitted to inpatient care was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
