The, October 7, 2019, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Bryan Allender at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Marty Heffner, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Jennifer Flater. 

A motion to approve the September 3, 2019, regular meeting minutes, September 19, 2019 special meeting minutes, and the September 25, 2019 special meeting minutes was made by Marty Heffner, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF YORK TIF 
Lou Britton presented Resolution 2019-8 Approving the Establishment of the West State Road 40 (York) Economic Development Area. Lou stated the CCRC approved the TIF with no changes at the September 18, 2019 meeting. 
Motion to approve Resolution 2019-8 as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF DR CRAIG JOHNSON
Dr. Craig Johnson gave an update on the bike trail and stated Parke, Putnam, Vigo, Vermillion, and Sullivan all have trails. Craig Park has adequate parking which is a big plus. CSX Railroad no longer donates land to anyone and has stated the sale price would be $250,000.00. Dr. Johnson provided updates on where everything is and what major concerns are with this project. Dr. Johnson also provided statistics for urban, suburban, and rural areas on major crimes on Rail-trails from the Rails-to-Trails Conservancy. Dr. Johnson stated the CSX price is not a good fit and will look into other options for the trail. The question is whether or not the Commissioners would be willing to pay appraisal price for land. No answer was given at this time.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO THE BRAZIL PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD
Bryan stated the Commissioners need to appoint a person to the Brazil Public Library Board. The Commissioners were informed Kathy Modesitt is willing to continue serving on the board for the next 4 year term of August 1, 2019 thru July 31, 2023. 
Motion to appoint Kathy Modesitt to the Brazil Public Library Board for a 4 year term was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR REIMBURSEMENT CONTRACT FOR SR 59

Paul stated the unofficial detour reimbursement contract for SR 59 is in his district. Several taxpayers had contacted Paul in regards to how bad the dust was on the detour. Paul contacted INDOT after driving on the road to request compensation for having the road treated with calcium chloride. INDOT agreed to the request. 

Motion to approve the Unofficial Detour Reimbursement Contract #35136 for SR 59 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF RECORDERS OFFICE SCANNING AGREEMENT
Nichole Keller presented an agreement from Fidlar Technologies to scan 60 years of data to have everything in the Recorders Office up to date. There is a 60 year gap from 1913 to 1968 where the documents are not scanned into the system. Several of the books are very old and the cost of repairing is very high. The only concern was the request for 25% of payment prior to the work being done. Nichole will contact Fidlar to see if 75% of payment can be made at the completion of scanning and the remainder balance paid when all documents are uploaded to the system. 
Motion to approve the agreement as presented subject to submitting payment when the scanning is completed was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CATHY CUNNINGHAM BIKE TRAIL CONCERNS
Cathy Cunningham stated she and her husband were approached by Dr. Johnson about selling a quarter acre of their land for a bike trail in March. The Cunningham’s informed Dr. Johnson they will not sell any of their land. At this point they felt the matter was closed until the information appeared on social media. Mrs. Cunningham stated her purpose of attending this meeting is to address her concerns with the trail and request, if the trail is to be proposed somewhere else, the landowners should be notified. 

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS

Bryan Husband presented two grants for consideration by the Commissioners. Bryan stated he just received the information last week and they are both time sensitive. The first one is for $10,900.00 for Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness and will be effective October 1, 2019 thru September 30, 2020. This is a county match however, the match is from tier II money. The second is for $23,038.00 for Emergency Management Preparedness Grant Salary. This grant will be effective October 1, 2019 thru September 30, 2020 and is a county matching grant where half of the director’s salary is reimbursed.

Motion to approve the Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness Grant was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
Motion to approve the Emergency Management Preparedness Salary Grant was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

Sheriff Harden presented the interlocal agreement with Brazil City for the combined dispatch center. The City Council and Board of Works have both approved the resolution in their meetings and now needs approved by the Commissioners and County Council. The City has agreed to pay $125,000.00 for the calendar year 2020. After 2020 the City will no longer pay money to the County as the new PSAP tax will be in effect.
Motion to approve Resolution 2019-10 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
Roy Smith, representing the Center Point Fire Department, thanked the Commissioners for their work on the new fire house and stated the next step will be to send out bid requests for the new building. 

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
