The, November 4, 2019, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Bryan Allender at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Marty Heffner, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Frank Phillips led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Jennifer Flater. 

A motion to approve the October 7, 2019, regular meeting minutes, October 21, 2019 special meeting minutes, and the October 11, 2019, October 14, 2019, and October 28, 2019 executive meeting minutes was made by Marty Heffner, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF D.A.R. PRESENTATION 
Erin Dulin and Janelle Knierim were here to officially request permission to have an unveiling ceremony on November 15th at 9:00am. The D.A.R. had the 1934 Evalyn Gertrude James painting restored. This painting is historical and portrays the agreement between the Indians and early settlers to this area. The painting ties in with the large sign in Bowling Green, Indiana.
Motion to approve the unveiling ceremony on November 15th at 9:00am was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF JERRY STEARLEY
Jerry Stearley requested the Commissioners fix County Road 100 E. Mr. Stearley stated it has been 15 years and nothing has been done to the County easement and that the easement has been active since 1959. Eric stated Mr. Stearley needs to speak with his attorney as the lawsuit from 5 years ago was dismissed on October 2018 in the Clay Superior Court with prejudice.  Mr. Stearley was repeatedly told he needs to speak with his attorney as there is nothing the Commissioners can do.
IN THE MATTER OF ASSESSOR’S OFFICE COPIER LEASE
Mark Malone, with Indiana Business Equipment, presented a 5 year lease for the Assessor’s Office. The new agreement will be for $152.76 per month. This is approximately a $75.00 per month savings from the current lease.
Motion to approve the 5 year lease with Indiana Business Equipment as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ASSESSOR’S OFFICE TMA CONTRACT AMENDMENT
Vicky Haire, with TMA, presented as amendment to the current contract to assist the Assessor with Personal Property Filings. TMA is paid with the money they recover for the County.  If TMA does not recover enough to cover their fee, they are only paid what amount was collected. After TMA receives their payment the money remaining in the fund will be disbursed to the taxing units.
Motion to approve the TMA amendment as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CASA GRANT

Sarah Tellechea, with CASA, presented the State Matching Grant for $11,512.00 and Capacity Building Grant for $26,857.00. These are the same grants the County has had for several years. The grant is effective January 1, 2020 thru December 31, 2020.

Motion to approve both CASA grants for 2020 was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF FIDLAR CONTRACT AMENDMENT FOR RECORDERS OFFICE 
Nichole Keller presented an amendment from Fidlar Technologies. The options are to set up a new fund for the money to be deposited in or allow Fidlar to hold the money in an account for Clay County to use. The money received would go into an account with Fidlar that the Recorder’s Office can use to pay the annual payment, copy fees, or any other fees. 

Motion to approve the amendment option 1 to the Fidlar contract as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF EDA PUBLIC WORKS PROGRAM GRANT
Jim Coffenberry thanked everyone for all the help and support with the Industrial Park. Jim is requesting the Commissioners to be the lead on an EDA Public Works Program Grant for up to 1.5 million. This is a 50/50 match. Jim discussed how the EDA grants work and provided a document to explain further. All Jim needs today is permission to prepare the grant request.

Motion to approve the EDA Public Works Program Grant as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF DUKE ENERGY PROGRAM
Paul stated he spoke with a Duke Representative at the AIC annual conference on performing an audit on Clay County. Paul feels this could really benefit the county. If approved at the November 4th meeting the audit could start in the next few weeks. The audit could be on all county facilities except the Justice Center as they have too much usage. However, there is another area in Duke that can perform an audit on the Justice Center.  

Motion to have Paul contact Duke and have all county facilities except the Justice Center audited was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF NON-PROFIT CONTRACTS
Eric will contact the non-profit groups and prepare the 2020 contracts for the December 2nd Commissioners meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS ANNUAL REPORT

Paul stated he is on the Community Corrections Board. The CCCC is required to present their annual report to the Commissioner each year.

Motion to accept the CCCC annual report from July 1, 2018 thru June 30, 2019 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF JUSTICE CENTER MAINTENANCE POSITION

Bryan stated they interviewed someone for the Justice Center Maintenance position and he will start on November 8th. 

Motion that Timothy Roberts be hired as Head Maintenance for the Clay County Justice Center effective on November 8, 2019.  His salary will be $33,000.  On June 1, 2020, his salary will increase to $33,500.  On January 1, 2021, his salary will go to $34,000 or the raise which the County Council will provide during their September budget hearings in 2020.  Tim will receive the highest of $500 or the raise provided by the County Council.  Tim is eligible for all benefits provided by the County after his probationary period is completed.  A motion to approve Tim Roberts, his salary, and benefits was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF JOB DESCRIPTIONS FOR HEALTH DEPARTMENT
Paul explained at the Health Department all employees reported to the Health Board. It was discussed to have all employees report to the Health Nurse to make the office more efficient. The Health Board met last month and has made the change to all job descriptions and this needs to be approved by the Commissioners and County Council. This will be for the following jobs at the Health Department: Public Health Nurse Administrator, Registrar, Environmental Health Specialist, Health Department Assistant, Public Health Nurse Assistant, Emergency Preparedness Coordinator, Health Officer, Custodian, Emergency Preparedness Coordinator Assistant, and PRN Immunization Nurse. 

Motion to all Health Department job descriptions as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS

Bryan stated Justin had prepared the 2020 Highway Bid packets. The bids will be advertised on Wednesday November 6th and Wednesday November 13th. The bids will be due to the Auditor’s Office by 8:50 am on December 2nd and will be opened at the Commissioner’s December meeting.

Motion to approve the 2020 Highway Bid packets as submitted to the Commissioners was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

Ray Jones informed the Commissioners there is an individual interested in purchasing a small piece of land from the airport to build a small house on. The airport board is not sure of the procedure and how to proceed. Eric will look into this and keep the Commissioners informed.

Ronald Hofmann requested the Commissioners repost speed limit and weight restriction signs to County Road 25 W and County Road 300 N. Mr. Hofmann stated he is not sure when the signs were removed. Marty will look into this and keep the Commissioners informed.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner.  Motion carried 3-0.
