IN THE MATTER OF 2019 COMMISSIONERS APPOINTMENTS 

Bryan Allender made a motion to appoint Mary Katherine Modesitt to the Brazil City Library Board a term thru July 31, 2019 was seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

Paul stated the Commissioners make two appointments to the PTABOA board each year. Commissioners are proposing Joe Milner as an Independent appointment and Bryan Culver as the Republican appointment.

Whereas, pursuant to I.C. 6-1.1-24-9(d), the Clay County Board of Commissioners may assign tax sale certificates held in the name of the county executive to any political subdivision;

Whereas, the City of Brazil, Indiana has expressed a desire to obtain tax sale certificates on the properties described in Exhibit A;

Whereas, the City of Brazil, Indiana, shall pay the amount of $1 per parcel for the requested parcels listed in Exhibit A to the Clay County Commissioners for assignment of the properties to the City of Brazil; and 

Whereas, it is a benefit to both Clay County and the City of Brazil that the tax sale certificates for the properties described in Exhibit A now be assigned to the City of Brazil, Indiana.

IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM SUNRISE COAL COMPANY
Jamalyn Sarver, with Sunrise Coal Company, presented a request to add a second crossover concrete pad 80 feet by 35 feet approximately 1,150 feet north of the present crossover pad on CR 100 E. She also requested approval to add a culvert extension to the present culvert located north on CR 100 E. 

Paul met with a Sunrise Representative on site to review the requests and agreed there were no problems or concerns with their requests. 
Motion to approve the agreement with Sunrise Coal Company was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PICTOMETRY AGREEMENT

Trent Pell, with Pictometry, appeared before the Commissioners to request they sign the contract with Pictometry to do aerial photography for the County in 2019 and again in 2022.  Both the 2019 and 2022 flights will come with the “changefinder” feature which will create a computer program that provides all the real property improvement changes in parcels to enhance reassessment. Trent stated the payments for the 2019 flyover can be broken down over 3 years with no penalty. 
A motion to approve the Pictometry agreement for 2 flyovers with payments split over 3 years was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY 2018 ANNUAL REPORT

Auditor Jennifer Flater presented the commissioners with the annual financial report for 2018 and stated a copy of the full report is available for review in the Auditor’s Office. The report is due March 1st to the State. Auditor Flater was excited that she submitted the Clay County Report to the State on January 28, 2019.
