A motion to approve the February 4, 2019, regular meeting minutes was made by Marty Heffner, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Mary Brown requested approval for the renewal of the Community Corrections grant for the FY 2020. The grant will be from July 1, 2019 thru June 30, 2020 for $111,064.00. This is the same amount as last year. Mary is also requesting $57,042.00 for a new position for 2020. If approved the money would come from Bill1006. The State is making new requirements and the new position would work on the additions.

Motion to approve the Community Corrections grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul 

Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY CENTER POINT FIRE DEPARTMENT
Roy Smith requested the Commissioners to assist with filing for a grant. Kristy Jerrell is assisting the Center Point Fire Department with requesting a federal grant. With the OCRA grant, the Fire Department would pay $50,000.00 to $60,000.00 and the grant would cover the rest for a new building that would be able to house the new fire truck. The grant would need to be submitted by the County and Center Point would be a sub-recipient. The money would come to the Auditor and be disbursed by the County. All the paperwork would be done by Kristy Jerrell.

Motion to approve Clay County to serve as the lead applicant for the Center Point Fire Department grant was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF 2019 COMMISSIONERS APPOINTMENTS 

Paul stated they need to appoint a doctor to the health board to replace Dr. Conrad. Paul would like to appoint Dr. Nancy Breitweiser to complete the 2019 term. Dr. Breitweiser is a Republican. Dr. Breitweiser’s appointment for the Health Board is effective today and will terminate on December 31, 2019.
Motion to appoint Dr. Nancy Breitweiser to the Clay County Health Board was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF ASSESSOR OFFICE OUTSOURCING AGREEMENT
Barb Scott stated the State has passed a law that the form 11’s must be mailed out by April 30th of each year. Barb has received 4 quotes for outsourcing the printing and mailing of the form 11’s. Kirt Boxell with Midwest Presort explained the difference between their 2 quotes. Midwest would provide a proof of mailing to show they were mailed before April 30th. Any mailings that come back undeliverable are returned to the County Assessor’s Office. Those that are returned can be discussed with the Treasurer and Auditor to determine if the address should be changed and the form mailed out again.
