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The April 1, 2019, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Marty Heffner, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Randy Staley led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Marty Heffner. 

A motion to approve the March 4, 2019, regular meeting minutes was made by Marty Heffner, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF DR CRAIG JOHNSON PRESENTATION
Dr. Craig Johnson discussed having a bike/walking trail in Clay County. This would be a little over 3 miles and start at Craig Park. Dr. Johnson will attend the County Council meeting tonight and see if there is any interest from them to make a monetary commitment. The grant has a maximum request of $2,000,000.00 with a 20% matching from the recipient. Dr. Johnson requested the County to be the lead on the grant. The Commissioners would like to partner with the City and feels this would help with the grant process. Jennifer asked if anyone makes a donation, where would the money would go? It was agreed that any contributions or donations would go thru the nonprofit group. 
Motion for Clay County to be the lead applicant on the grant contingent upon Brazil City being a partner was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 2019-3 DRUG FREE WORKPLACE
Paul presented Ordinance 2019-3 Drug Free Workplace that is required for the grant application for Center Point Fire Department that the County is the lead applicant on. 
Motion to suspend the rules was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
Motion to approve Ordinance 2019-3 was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 2019-4 FAIR HOUSING
Paul presented Ordinance 2019-4 Fair Housing that is required for the grant application for Center Point Fire Department that the County is the lead applicant on. 

Motion to suspend the rules was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
Motion to approve Ordinance 2019-3 was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 2019-5 PROHIBITING DEADLY WEAPONS WITHIN THE COURTHOUSE
Paul presented Ordinance 2019-5 Prohibiting Deadly Weapons within the Courthouse. Sheriff Harden agreed this ordinance is needed for the safety of the County employees and public. Paul Sinders stated he feels any elected official who is going to carry should have to notify the Sheriff. There will be a form that each person will have to fill out if they intend to carry that will be retained in the Sheriff’s office. There was much discussion about what the fee should be for a first and second offense. 
Motion to approve first reading of Ordinance 2019-5 was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CLAIMS
Jennifer presented 3 claims with two of the claims from the Misdemeanant Fund for purchase of a Sheriff vehicle and fees to the BMV, and 1 from the Surveyors office totaling $ 26,053.25.

Motion to approve the claims as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS
Jennifer Flater announced The National Day of Prayer will be on Thursday May 2nd at noon on the Courthouse lawn. The National Day of Prayer Kick-off Dinner will be on Tuesday April 23rd at McKinley Hill Church of Christ.
Denise McKamey asked if there was money to get her road paved. Mrs. McKamey presented the Commissioners with a petition from the people who live on the road. Commissioners stated the County received the maximum $1,000,000.00 from the Community Crossing Grant this year. Several roads will be paved this summer. 

Sheriff Harden stated the repeater tower at 200 N is broken and needs to be repaired. Commercial radio looked at the tower and the whole top needs to be replaced and would cost approximately $10,000.00. This is a FDA requirement as the tower is over 200 feet tall. Sheriff Harden is going to speak with the Council tonight.  
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
