IN THE MATTER OF WIC GRANT RENEWAL
Liz Wheby, with WIC, presented the grant renewal for October 1, 2019 thru September 30, 2020. This year the NSA portion is $156,380.50 and the BFPC is $8,869.12. The dollar amount is based on last year’s data and number of people that are eligible for WIC. This is a no County match grant.

Motion to approve the WIC grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF ELECTRONIC PAYMENT SYSTEM FOR CLERK
Jason Jacobs stated Clerk’s office is switching to Odyssey July 29, 2019 and therefore, required to start a new credit card program. The current system is CSI which is not compatible with Odyssey. Bridge Payment is based out of Ohio and is currently in several counties in Indiana. There is no monthly fee and the agreement is monthly. Either party can cancel with a written 60 day notice. Bridge Payment will go live on July 29th in conjunction with Odyssey.
