IN THE MATTER OF YORK TIF 
Lou Britton presented Resolution 2019-6 Approving the Establishment of the West State Road 40 (York) Economic Development Area on behalf of the CCRC. CCRC will have a public hearing on September 18th at 6:00pm for final approval. York needs sewer and water lines in order to build their new facility. Lou presented a map that shows the area the new TIF will encompass.
