The February 3, 2020, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Bryan Allender at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Marty Heffner, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Jennifer Flater led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the January 6, 2020, regular meeting minutes and January 9, 2020 special meeting minutes was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY JULIE HART EXTENSION OFFICE
Julie Hart, with Clay County Extension Office, explained to the Commissioners there are 2 openings at the Extension Office. One is thru Purdue and the position is shared between Clay County and Owen County. Julie is proposing this position be full time in Clay County. This would require an amendment and additional money to the current Purdue contract. The other position is the program assistant that is a full time county position. Julie is proposing this be changed to a part time position. Julie will provide a revised job description at the March meeting and will be discussing this proposal at the Council meeting tonight as well.
IN THE MATTER OF MIDWEST PRESORT AGREEMENT FOR ASSESSOR’S 11B MAILING
Barb Scott stated the State has passed a law that the form 11’s must be mailed out by April 30th of each year. Midwest would provide a proof of mailing to show they were mailed before April 30th. Any mailings that come back undeliverable are returned to the County Assessor’s Office. Those that are returned can be discussed with the Treasurer and Auditor to determine if the address should be changed and the form mailed out again. 

Motion to approve Midwest Presort Agreement was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE INSPECTION AMENDMENT
Bryan explained the County is reducing the number of bridges in the County with large culverts. At the present time all bridges are inspected every two years except those that are listed as deficient. Those bridges are inspected annually. With these changes the total cost of the bridge inspection program has been reduced by $2208.40. 
Motion to approve the Supplemental Agreement #1 for Bridge Inspection was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR REIMBURSEMENT AMENDMENT
Paul stated this detour is in his district and the original paperwork was signed several months ago to close South SR 59 to replace a culvert. The original paperwork was missing a copy of the map and this amendment is to correct that.
Motion to approve the Unofficial Detour Reimbursement Amendment #1 for DES 1296229 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF BAKERTILLY CONTRACT

Jennifer Flater presented the Bakertilly contract to assist with the 2021 budget process and stated the money is already in the Auditor’s budget for 2020. 

Motion to approve the Bakertilly contract was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY 2019 ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT

Auditor Jennifer Flater presented the commissioners with the annual financial report for 2019 and stated a copy of the full report is available for review in the Auditor’s Office. The report is due March 1st to the State. Auditor Flater was excited that she submitted the Clay County Report to the State on January 22, 2020.

Motion to approve and accept the Clay County 2019 Annual Financial Report was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY ROAD 300 E EXPANSION
Bryan stated this expansion is needed to assist semi-trailer traffic on CR 300 E. PPG has given an easement to the County. Eric has reviewed the document and everything is in order.
Motion to approve and accept the Easement was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
