IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY LEO SOUTHWORTH
Leo Southworth had Stephen Brannan make a presentation on the 2nd Amendment and concerns they have. Stephen stated several counties have approved a resolution stating they are in favor the 2nd amendment and being a sanctuary county. Stephen is requesting the Commissioners approve something similar for Clay County. Paul read a letter from the NRA and stated Eric has prepared a proclamation for Clay County.
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1A PROCLAMATION BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA SUPPORTING THE SECOND AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA


WHEREAS, the Second Amendment of the United States Constitution provides: “A well-regulated militia, being necessary to the security of a free state, the right of the people to keep and bear arms, shall not be infringed”; and


WHEREAS, Article 1, Section 32 of the Constitution of the State of Indiana further provides: “The people shall have a right to bear arms, for the defense of themselves and the State”; and


WHEREAS, the Supreme Court of the United States in District of Columbia v. Heller, 554 U.S. 570 (2008) determined:  The Second Amendment protects an individual right to possess a firearm unconnected with service in a militia, and to use that arm for traditionally lawful purposes, such as self-defense within the home;  and 


WHEREAS, the Supreme Court of the United States in McDonald v. City of Chicago, III., 561 U.S. 742 (2010) declared that the Second Amendment applies to states, holding: “[T]he Due Process Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment incorporates the Second Amendment right recognized in Heller”; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County desires to express support for the right of individuals to keep and bear arms as provided for by the Second Amendment to the United States Constitution and the Indiana Constitution; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana that the Board of Commissioners supports the right of individuals to keep and bear arms as provided for by the Second Amendment to the United States Constitution and the Indiana Constitution.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF ELECTION DAY CLOSING CHANGE
