A motion to approve the April 6, 2020, regular meeting minutes and April 13, 2020, special meeting minutes, was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF 2020 VOTING LOCATIONS
Anola Gallion, with the Election Office, presented the amended voting places for the 2020 Primary Election. There will only be 6 locations Orange Building Clay City, Lewis Township Fire House, North Clay Middle School, East Side Elementary School, Jackson Township Elementary School, and Van Buren Elementary School. Early voting will be allowed May 26 thru Monday June 1st at noon. On Saturday May 30th voting at Bowling Green Community Building and the Clay County Election Office from 9:00am to 4:00pm. The State will provide personal protective equipment to the election workers.
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Motion to approve the 2020 Primary Election Voting Locations and Early Voting as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF FIREEYE CYBER SECURITY THRU THE STATE
Scott Hill stated the State is mandating each county to use FireEye Cyber Security for the upcoming elections. The State will cover the cost thru 2022 when their grant expires. 
Motion to approve the FireEye Cyber Security program as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF SIGNING AGREEMENTS WITH INDOT FOR COMMUNITY CROSSING GRANT
Bryan presented the documentation from INDOT for the Community Crossing Grant contract # A249-20-LG200011. This year Clay County was awarded the $1,000,000.00 which is a 25% matching grant. 
Motion to approve INDOT Contract A249-20-LG200011 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF 2020 CLAY COUNTY DUST CONTROL PROGRAM
Paul presented the 2020 Dust Control Program and stated it is the same as last year with a slight increase per 100 feet of application. Taxpayers will have two choices; Calcium Chloride and Cork’s Dust Control. Paul will send the information to both county newspapers to run this week. The cutoff will be June 12th, 2020.

IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW OF SOLID WASTE DISTRICT
Bryan stated Owen County has sent paperwork for removal of Owen County from the Clay-Owen Solid Waste District. Jennifer informed the Commissioners that someone will need to contact Heather Witsman, with DLGF, to find out what all steps need to be taken to remove Owen County. Eric will also look into this and write an agreement for both Counties to sign.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS
Eric prepared the Crossroad Communications Solutions Agreement as they are upgrading and/or making improvements to the fiberoptic lines owned by ZAYO Group between Harmony and Clay City. The Commissioners asked Eric to add a statement as to where the boxes need to be placed. The request is to have all boxes placed on the backside of the easement.
Motion to approve the Release Agreement between Crossroad Communication and Clay County was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
