The July 6, 2020, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Marty Heffner at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Marty Heffner, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the June 1, 2020, regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF WIC GRANT RENEWAL

Susan Keating, with WIC, presented the grant renewal for October 1, 2020 thru September 30, 2021. This year the NSA portion is $164,711.24 and the BFPC is $9,553.10. The dollar amount is based on last year’s data and number of people that are eligible for WIC. This is a no County match grant.

Motion to approve the WIC grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF 319 GRANT PRESENTATION

Laura Demarost explained the 319 federal grant the SWSD receives for clean water act. The grant is shared between Clay, Owen, Greene, and Vigo counties for watershed. Clay also received Clean Water Indiana Grant which is state funded with Sullivan County. The new grant will start in spring of 2021 and since 2016 Clay County has received a value of $982,000.00 (this includes actual dollars and in kind match).
Motion to support the request of the 319 Grant renewal for Soil and Water was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Koby Bohnert requested approval for the renewal of the Community Corrections grant for the FY 2021. The grant will now be from January 1, 2021 thru December 31, 2021 for $166,736.00. This is a slight increase from last year to cover training and safety items. 
Motion to approve the Community Corrections grant was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan
Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY FOR A DRUG FREE COMMUNITY GRANT
Scott Stuckey presented the County for a Drug Free Community Grant for $26,550.00. This is the same amount as last year and this is no matching grant. This grant has been in Clay County for approximately 30 years and helps our local law enforcement as well as our schools.

Motion to approve the County for a Drug Free Community Grant was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF EDA APPLICATION FOR THE INDUSTRIAL PARK
Jim Coffenberry gave an update on the EDA application for the Industrial Park. Most grants are a 50% match, however, this particular grant will be 80% with a 20% match. This will assist with the water and updating the lift station at the Industrial Park. This will require an interlocal agreement with Brazil City. Most of the match will come from the TIF dollars and a small portion will be from the County. Jim will keep the Commissioners informed as new information develops. 
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR FOR SR 246 FROM INDOT DES 1006347
Marty presented the Unofficial Detour for SR 46 for INDOT DES 1298346. The closure will be from May 1, 2020 to approximately June 15, 2020. The local detour will use County Road 200 W to Saline 2nd Street to Saline Planet ST to Saline 4th Street to County Road 125 S.

Motion to approve INDOT DES 1298346 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF MALCON CONTRACT FOR AUDITORS OFFICE

Jennifer Flater presented a contract for the Auditor’s Office from Malcon. The contract would be for 2020, 2021, and 2022 allocation plan years. Malcon assists in the Indirect Cost reimbursements from the State for the Auditor’s Office. From 2004 thru 2016 Clay County has received $324,000.00 in Indirect Cost reimbursements. The annual fee for Malcon will be $3,400.00.

Motion to approve the Malcon contract for the Auditor’s Office was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Judy Lightfoot informed the Commissioners that the Hog Farm in Bowling Green has been approved by IDEM. The surrounding land owners have a lot of concerns with this new business, one is the roads. There will be a lot of heavy trucks that will destroy the road in a short amount of time. We were informed by IDEM that IDEM does not have control over odors, water, etc. IDEM stated these issues would need to be discussed with the County Commissioners and Board of Zoning. Clay County does not have zoning. Judy encouraged the Commissioners to establish zoning for Clay County.
Roy Smith gave an update on the progress of the Center Point Fire Department and stated the annual fish fry on Saturday June 27th was a huge success.
