IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BIDS FOR COUNTY ROAD 300 E AND INDUSTRIAL DRIVE
Eric stated there was only one bid submitted for the County Road 300 E and Industrial Drive project. Eric opened the bid from Conexco Inc. Phase I $ 233,596.00 and Phase II $280,171.20. Bryan will give the information to the CCRC for their input. The Commissioners will take under advisement.
IN THE MATTER OF BOT RESOLUTION

Paul presented Resolution 2021-10 The Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana as to Proceeding on BOT Matters. Eric read the resolution and stated this goes along with the BOT Agreement the Commissioners signed on May 24th, 2021.
Motion to approve Resolution 2021-10 as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF COUNTY HEALTH INSURANCE

Paul stated there were three items for the County Health Insurance for approval: 1. Amendment #3 pertaining to Dialysis Treatment and Physiotherapy, 2. Admin Fee Schedule Endorsement, 3. Determining which company, terms, and threshold to accept. Cathy Dunn had provided this information at the October 4th meeting.
Motion to approve Amendment number 3 to our county health insurance program effective January 1, 2022, that we approve the Administrative Fee Schedule Endorsement as presented to be effective on January 1, 2022, and that we approve the 12/12 $65,000 plan from AccuRisk Nationwide was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY INSURANCE POLICIES

Paul stated there had been a lot of time spent over the last couple of months reviewing the Counties current insurance policies as well as the two new companies who submitted quotes. After careful consideration it was determined all three companies submitted great insurance coverage. Springer Insurance Agency through Burnhan and Flowers liability insurance for Clay County which covers: General Liability, Public Officials Liability, Employment Practices Liability, Law Enforcement Liability, and Auto Liability. Each of these categories are covered at $1,000,000.00 per occurrence and $2,000,000.00 aggregate with a $9,000,000.00 excess liability covering each category. The total package price will be $272,964.00. J and S Insurance Agency presented a Workman’s Comp. Insurance policy through IPEP (Indiana Public Employers Plan) to cover all county employees for $130,000.00.
Motion to approve the quote from AJ Terrell representing Springer Insurance for our General Liability and Auto Coverage for Clay County for the 9 million excess policy for a total of $272,964 per year was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-1.

Motion to approve Nick McCollum representing the J and S Insurance Agency for our Workman’s Comp. Insurance for a total of $130,000.00 was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
