A motion to approve the March 1, 2021, regular meeting minutes, March 11, 2021, special meeting minutes and March 17, 2021, special meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CROSSING GRANT BIDS
Eric opened the bids as follows: 1. D C Construction for $1,647,070.52, 2. Rieth-Riley Construction for $1,747,071.62, 3. Milestone Contractor for $1,412,483.02, and 4. E&B Paving for $1,543,892.00. The Commissioners thanked everyone for their bids and will take them under advisement. 
IN THE MATTER OF CIRCUIT COURT COPIER LEASE
Jennifer Flater presented the Circuit Court copier 60 month lease agreement. The monthly fee will remain $265.94 with 3000 black and white copies per month and will now also include the capability of color copies.
Motion to approve the Circuit Court copier lease as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF BULLET PROOF VEST PARTNERSHIP GRANT 
Rob Gambill, EMA Director, presented a Bullet Proof Vest Partnership Grant to the Commissioners. This is a 50/50 county match. The dollar amount is yet to be determined as the sheriff deputies and Community Correction employees may request different vests. On average a vest will last 5 years and cost approximately $1,250.00 each. Rob has verified the department has money budgeted to purchase vests in 2021.
Motion to approve the Bullet Proof Vest Partnership Grant as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADA COMPLIANCE DOCUMENTS
Rob Gambill presented the Clay County Title 6 ADA Compliance Plan to the Commissioners. Rob stated last year it was determined that the current County Plan did not meet all the requirements. The State gave Clay County three years to get everything updated. The plan presented today will address several items that were not up to code. The documents has our next steps which will show we have a plan in place to meet the deadline.

Motion to approve the Clay County Title 6 ADA Compliance Plan as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF IVC TIF BONDS
Lou Britton, attorney for the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, presented Resolution 4-2021 Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, Indiana, Approving the Issuance of Bonds of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, and Related Matters. Lou explained the CCRC does not have the authority to sign and approve the purchase of a bond. The bond will cover the cost of a water tower and roadway at the Industrial Park and will benefit all the businesses. 
Motion to approve Resolution 4-2021 as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF NATIONAL DAY OF PRAYER
