Rob Gambill led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Marty Heffner. 

A motion to approve the November 7, regular meeting minutes was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF 2023 HIGHWAY BIDS

The bids were opened and read aloud by Eric Somheil and are available for public inspection in the Auditor’s office.  Bryan thanked everyone who put in a bid with Clay County. The Commissioner’s will take the bids under advisement. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF UPDATE ON THE TITLE VI PLAN

Rob Gambill, EMA Director, presented the updated Title VI Implementation Plan to the Commissioners for their consideration. Rob explained the County is required to submit a plan every three years to ensure all buildings are compliant. Also every year there is to be an update to the plan. Although the Commissioners approved the original plan in April, 2021 Rob presented the updated Plan with a few minor changes so that the Commissioners can approve the contract annually in December.

Motion to approve the Clay County Title VI Implementation Plan as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF BROWN JUG HOLDINGS LLC REAL ABATEMENT CALCULATION

Traci Orman presented the Brown Jug Holdings LLC real property tax abatement calculation. The Council had approved the abatement at the November 7th meeting for a 10 year abatement.
Motion to approve the Brown Jug Holdings LLC Abatement Calculation as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PDF REAL AND PERSONAL ABATEMENT CALCULATIONS
Traci Orman presented the PDF real and personal property tax abatement calculations. The Council had approved the abatements at the November 7th meeting for a 10 year abatement on both.

Motion to approve the PDF Abatement Calculations as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION LEASE AGREEMENT WITH ZACHARY FLAURR

Bryan presented the Broken Chains agreement to lease space at the Clay County Community Corrections Office. The previous lease agreement was with Choices and the representative has resigned. 

Motion to approve the Broken Chains agreement as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CASA CONTRACTS

Sarah Tellechea, with CASA, presented 2 contracts to be paid from the CASA grants. Both contracts are for a one year term beginning January 1, 2023 thru December 31, 2023.

An example she gave was someone wearing a shirt that was not allowed to vote. Also one of the locations did not have heat or working restrooms. We need better conditions for our poll workers to be in. She is requesting the Commissioners assist with these issues before the 2024 election. The Commissioners stated they were not in charge of these items and suggested Evelyn speak with the election clerk or the Clerk. 
Christie Jacobs with the Extension Office stated they are planning 3 or 4 training sessions for 2023. Christie also gave the date for the Purdue Dinner will be January 23rd, 2023.

Rob Gambill inquired if Bryan Allender was still interested in serving on the LEPC board. Bryan stated he is willing to serve another year. There will be a meeting Tuesday evening at the Posey Township Fire Department.
