A motion to approve the June 6, 2022, regular meeting minutes, and June 14, 2022, special meeting minutes, was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 2-0-1. 

IN THE MATTER OF 1ST AMENDMENT TO IV-D AGREEMENT
Jennifer Flater presented the First Amendment to Cooperative Agreement for Federal Financial Participation for Clerks Performing Title IV-D Services. This is a new requirement from the State that must be adopted by counties no later than July 31st, 2022.
Motion to approve the First Amendment to Cooperative Agreement for Federal Financial Participation for Clerks Performing Title IV-D Services as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF CONTRACT WITH CHARTER COMMUNICATIONS
Elizabeth James and Brett Vanlandingham, with Charter Communications, discussed the options for the agreement with the Commissioners for the State grant 20% match. There was much discussion how some of the verbiage read. One item the Commissioners would like added is anytime bridgework or a new bridge is placed Charter will be responsible for removing their equipment until project is finished. Also on removing the word gross negligence and only stating negligence. Eric will revise and submit a copy to the Commissioners, Auditor, and Charter Communications for approval. Once all parties agree to the document the Commissioners will hold a special meeting to formally approve.
IN THE MATTER OF ADDENDUM FOR BRIDGE INSPECTIONS WITH CLARK DIETZ
Paul presented the Supplemental Agreement No. 3 to the Clark Dietz Bridge Inspection agreement. This is a new federal requirement that all counties must adopt.
Motion to approve the Supplemental Agreement No. 3 as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF ORDINANCE AND AMENDMENT FOR SHERIFF SALE
Jennifer presented Ordinance 2022-6 and the Amendment to the Sheriff’s Sale Program Fee. Jennifer stated she had spoken with SRI and this is the first time the fees have been increased since 2003. The Sheriff will now receive $120.00 per parcel and SRI will receive $180.00 per parcel for a total fee of $300.00. 
Motion to suspend the rules was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to approve Ordinance 2022-6 as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to approve the Amendment to SRI Sheriff’s Sale Program Fee as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY APPOINTMENT
Paul stated there has been a vacancy on the Community Corrections Board for a while now and feels they have found a good replacement in Mike Bemis.
Motion to approve Mike Bemis to serve on the Clay County Community Corrections Advisory Board effective today thru December 31, 2024 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY FOR A DRUG FREE COMMUNITY GRANT
Jennifer Flater presented the County for a Drug Free Community Grant for $33,000.00. This amount is slightly lower than last year and this is no matching grant. This grant has been in Clay County for approximately 32 years and helps our local law enforcement as well as our schools.

Motion to approve the County for a Drug Free Community Grant was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF BUDGET FORMS 144

Jennifer stated the Indiana Code requires the Auditor to present the 144 budget forms to the Commissioners for the 2023 salary requests. The Auditors Association has asked legislatures to remove this requirement each year and we will be asking again in 2023. The Commissioner’s acknowledge the budget form 144’s were presented to them at the July 5th meeting.
