Amy Jordan, Clerk, explained for the Title IV-D services to get federal reimbursement or incentives to be paid to a county the agreement needed to be signed by January 31, 2024. The agreement is from January 1, 2024 to December 31, 2025. The agreement is renewed every two years.
