The Clay County Council met in special session on Monday, September 20, 2005 for the purpose of second reading and final passage of the 2006 budget.  Those present were Council President Warren Stevenson, Vice President Michael McCullough, along with members Rita Rothrock, John Price, Les Harding, and Larry Moss.  Auditor Joseph M Dierdorf, and Deputy Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh were present, and made the following record to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF 2006 BUDGET

Sheriff Mike Heaton, and Matron Susie Hayes appeared before the Council requesting changes in the budgets approved on first reading on September 7th, 2005.  Sheriff Heaton expressed his concern over the elimination of the Receptionist position to man the front end of the Jail and oversee video visitation.  He is also concerned with the decision not to fund the additional jailers requested.  Sheriff Heaton proposed the reduction of Medical & Hospital appropriation from $200,000. to $120,000.,  and the addition of two full-time medical Jail Officers at $47500.  The Medical Jail Officers will reduce the daily cost of inmate medical significantly.
Councilman Larry Moss made a motion to reduce Sheriff Clerical to $-0- seconded by Rita Rothrock.  6 Ayes

Councilman Michael McCullough made a motion to approve $33,000. for Jail Receptionist, $47,500 for 2 Medical Jail Officers, and to reduce Medical and Hospital to $120,000., seconded by Larry Moss.  6 ayes.
Council President Warren Stevenson read the Ordinance for Appropriations and Tax Rates

Be it Ordained by the County of Clay, Indiana:  That for the expenses of the County government and its institutions for the year ending December 31, 2006, the sums of money shown on Budget Form 4-A are hereby appropriated and ordered set apart out of the several funds herein named and for the purposes herein specified, subject to the laws governing the same.  Such sums herein appropriated shall be held to include all expenditures authorized to be made during the year, unless otherwise expressly stipulated and provided by for law.  In addition, for the purpose of raising revenue to meet the necessary expense of county, tax rates are shown on Budget for 4-B and included herein.  Two (2) copies of Budget Forms 4-A and 4-B for all funds and departments are made a part of the budget report and submitted herewith.
