ORDINANCE 11-2007

An Ordinance Amending Ordinance No 03-2005


Whereas, on or about _March 7, 2005_ the Clay County Council enacted Ordinance No._03-2005__  titled “An Ordinance Concerning Tax Abatement Procedures”; and


Whereas, said Ordinance establishes certain procedures to be followed and fees to be paid by those parties applying for tax abatement consideration in Clay County; and


Whereas, the Clay County  Council desires to amend and replace the existing language of Paragraph 5 of said Ordinance.

Be it, therefore, Ordained, by the Clay County Council:

1. Ordinance No. _03-2005__ is hereby amended and revised by striking the existing language of Paragraph 5 and substituting the following:

5.
In consideration of providing the above-referenced services to those seeking an abatement, the Redevelopment Commission shall charge an abatement application filing fee of $1,000 for a   single abatement (either real or personal) and a fee of $1,200 for a dual abatement (both real and personal) to defray its legal expenses in retaining counsel to prepare the necessary documentation in consultation with the applicant.  This fee shall include  all publication costs.

2. All other existing language of Ordinance No.__03-2005_ shall remain in full effect and force.

IN THE MATTER OF MISC BUSINESS

Jim Coffenberry of WCIEDD appeared before the Council at the request of Rita Rothrock, and Dolores Johnson, in order present and economic development update to the Council.

Several members of the CCRC, Commissioner’s and Council participated in a site visit at the IVC property.  This company is proposing a future 3.5 million dollar expansion, to add a new line, and a current 1.8 million project to build a warehouse, creating 10 new jobs.  They will be requesting tax abatement.

The Headwaters project at the former Chinook Mine property is moving along.  The Company will be paying their own cost of upgrade to the County Road to be used, they will be using either TIF or direct payment through the County.

There is now a valid prospect for purchasing and filling the MI Home Products facility, but it is too early to release the name.

Attorney Scott Craig introduced Tracy Lawson to the Council.  Ms. Lawson will be handling future tax abatement requests for their firm.

Charlie Brown ask the Council if he was to pursue demolition of the old jail, or should that project be put on hold?  The consensus was to put the demolition of the jail on hold.
