IN THE MATTER OF AMBULANCE AND E-911 DISPATCH CONCERNS
Kelly Moore, and members of the Moore family, appeared before the Commissioners to address concerns they have with Transcare Ambulance Service and the County’s dispatch of emergency services. They said there was a breakdown of service between E-911 Dispatch to Transcare Ambulance Service. The Moore family wants the level of compassion increased and more attention to detail from both the ambulance service and E-911 Dispatch during emergency situations.
Sheriff Mike Heaton explained that Transcare has a different protocol than our Dispatch Center, and that he is planning training for the E-911 Dispatchers to stay on the line with callers.

Councilman Larry Moss said he takes input from citizens and will try to help improve services. Council President Michael McCullough offered the Councils condolences, and thanked the citizens for sharing this information and their concern.
Sheriff Heaton discussed possible changes to E-911 Services overall. He said that E-911 Coordinator John Turner will be retiring, and restructuring of the department will be forthcoming. There is the possibility of the establishment of a 911 Board.
