County Council President Les Harding called the special meeting of the Clay County Council to order on Monday, July 28, 2003, in the Commissioners’ Court Room at the Clay County Indiana Courthouse at 6:00 P.M.  Council members present were Les Harding, Mike McCullough, Warren Stevenson, Tony Dalton, Larry Moss, Mark L. Dierdorf, and Rita Rothrock.

President Harding led the meeting in the Pledge to Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America and also led the meeting in prayer.  Auditor Joseph Dierdorf made a record of the proceedings, to wit:

Mr. Harding introduced Mr. Alan Meyer, from BrickCraft, LLC, who gave a brief overview of his six year project.  After Mr. Meyer’s presentation, Mr. Harding opened the floor to questions.  

Mrs. Rothrock asked what type of brick was to be produced.  Mr. Meyer answered that there are two types of bricks, residential and architectural.  His firm will produce architectural bricks which are more expensive than residential brick.  The new firm expects to produce forty million (40,000,000) brick per year.

Mr. Mark Dierdorf asked if the clay and shale would come from the site.  Mr. Meyer answered that the site is estimated to contain enough raw material for sixty (60) years production.

Mr. Stevenson asked why the firm was pursuing tax abatements verses tax increment financing.  He was under the impression that BrickCraft wanted to use the TIF process.  Mr. Meyer stated the firm had weighed both abatements and TIF and had finally decided on abatements.

Mr. Harding asked Mr. Hawkins, council for BrickCraft  for any comments he may have.  Mr. Hawkins deferred to Mr. Jim Coffenberry, from the West Central Indiana Economic Development District.  Mr. Coffenberry explained the abatement process to the Council.  Mr. McCullough mentioned that the Council history on abatements had been the approval of five (5) year abatements for personal property and ten (10) years for real property.

Mr. Hawkins passed out a proposed ordinance to the Council for their consideration.  Several comments were made concerning the makeup of the enterprise.  The Council agreed to set the personal property abatement at seven (7) years and the real property abatement at ten (10) years.

President Harding read the following resolution in full:

PRELIMINARY ECONOMIC REVITALIZATION AREA RESOLUTION
A Resolution designating certain
real estate as an "Economic Revitalization Area"

WHEREAS, BrickCraft LLC, (hereafter "BrickCraft") has filed its application (the “Application”) for designation of real property situated in Sugar Ridge Township, Clay County, Indiana, northeast of the intersection of State Road 46 and State Road 59, as an "Economic Revitalization Area"; and


WHEREAS, BrickCraft has also filed its Amended Statement of Benefits (the “Amended SB-1");


WHEREAS, the Clay County Council (the “Council”) has investigated the area specifically described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto (the "Real Estate"); and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the Real Estate has become undesirable for normal development and occupancy because of a lack of development and cessation of growth; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the Real Estate is not within the limits of a municipal corporation; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the estimate of the value of the redevelopment or rehabilitation is reasonable for projects of the nature described in the Application; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the estimate of the number of individuals who will be employed can be reasonably expected to result from the proposed described redevelopment or rehabilitation; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the estimate of the annual salaries of those individuals who will be employed can be reasonably expected to result from the proposed described redevelopment or rehabilitation; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that all other benefits described in the Application and Amended SB-1 can be reasonably expected to result from the proposed described redevelopment or rehabilitation; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the totality of benefits is sufficient to justify the deduction;


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Clay County Council of Clay County, Indiana, as follows:


1.  The area described in the Exhibit attached hereto (the "Real Estate") is within the limits of Sugar Ridge Township, Clay County, Indiana, is not within the limits of a municipal corporation, and is hereby declared an Economic Revitalization Area in accordance with Indiana Code §6-1.1-12.1-1, et seq.


2.  Deductions (property tax abatement) for real property shall be available for a period of 10 years, and deductions for personal property shall be available for a period of 7 years.


3.
BrickCraft will be deemed to have complied with its obligations to fulfill its commitments described in the Statement of Benefits and the Application for Designation as an Economic Revitalization Area if it maintains an annual average of 30 employees after BrickCraft’s commencement of brick and fired clay production in 2004.


4.  Final action on the designation of the Real Estate as an Economic Revitalization Area shall be held on the 2nd day of September, 2003, at 6:00 P.M. in the Clay County Commissioners’ Courtroom at the east entrance of the first floor of the Clay County Courthouse, in Brazil, Indiana.

5.
A hearing shall be held simultaneously with the final action on the designation of the Real Estate as an Economic Revitalization Area to determine the effective date of the designation of the Real Estate as an Economic Revitalization Area.
