Commissioners President David Parr appeared to discuss the request for the additional funds for the custodian.  He explained that provisions for cleaning the off-site office were not included in the 2003 budget.  Since cleaning services were not included in the lease for the space, the Commissioners had procured estimates to procure the service and found them as low as $2,500 per year and higher.  The Commissioners had also talked to the County Custodian regarding providing the service.  She was willing to provide the service, in addition to her other duties, at the cost of $1,000 per year.  This request was to pay for that request.  He also advised the council that the County Health Department would include an additional line item for this service in their 2004 budget.

Mr. Moss moved to approve the appropriation.  Ms. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Commissioner Parr asked to withdraw the appropriation for county bridge 170.

Mr. Mike Knust appeared representing the Aviation Board.  To further explain their request he deferred to Mr. Don Manley.  Mr. Manley explained that the request was for five percent of a $35,000 grant to perform a site analysis, a procedure that was required to be included in the federal NEBUS.  Once included in the NEBUS, our airport could qualify for federal grants and cost share projects.  Currently the yearly maximum is $150,000 per year.  The yearly funds, if allowed, can be accumulated during the life cycle of the program, traditionally five years.

Mr. McCullough moved that the requested amount be changed to $1,750 and be approved.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Mr. Parr explained that the $8,000 request for new jail construction was to fund the pending agreement with Get Results Now, a consulting company the Commissioners may wish to utilize.  The Commissioners had signed an agreement with the company pending County Council appropriation of funds from the New Jail Construction Fund.

Mr. Stevenson moved to approve the appropriation.  Mr. Moss seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY CORRECTIONS FUND

The following was read in its entirety:

ORDINANCE 2A-2003

BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of Clay County, Indiana, that:

(A) The County Council of Clay County, Indiana elects to receive deposits to 

be made under IC 11-12-6-12, headed Corrections-County Corrections fund deposits, computation, and

(B) The County Council of Clay County, Indiana, designates the level of funding that the County known as Clay County elects to receive under IC 11-12-6-13 (C) and 11-12-6-5 “Level 3 Funding” defined, as Level Three (3), and

(C) The County Council of Clay County, Indiana, does hereby establish a Fund to

Be known as “County Corrections Fund” and does hereby direct the Clay County Auditor

To establish said fund to receive monies designated as County corrections Money by

The Department of Corrections.

The Clay County Auditor is directed to certify the passage of this Ordinance to the Indiana 

Secretary of State.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect beginning before May 1, 2003 and shall be

Subject to renewal, modification and may be rescinded annually.

The Clay County Council shall approve or disapprove all appropriations of the New Jail Construction Fund.


All appropriations requested of and approved by the Clay County Council shall directly relate to the planning, construction, and engineering of the Jail now being considered for construction.


All appropriations shall be considered by the Clay County Council in the same manner as provided by IC 6-1.1-18-5.  Notice of the meeting of the County Council at which the proposed appropriations will be considered shall state the time and place at which the hearing will be held and given once at least (10) days before the dated fixed for the meeting.

Sheriff Robert Carter met with the Council to discuss the upcoming analyzation of the County judicial system by the Federal Department of Justice. The study will preclude the April Commissioners and Council meetings and the preliminary findings will be presented on the afternoon of April 7, 2003.

Commissioners President David Parr announced to the Council that the Commissioners had formed a Jail Advisory Board to help coordinate the planning and construction of a new jail.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY TIF DISTRICTS

Mr. Jim Coffenberry, from the West Central Indiana Economic Development District, appeared to update the County Council regarding County Tax Increment Financing districts in the county.  Mr. Coffenberry presented a very thorough session on all forms of abatements, option taxes and the TIF districts.  His presentation covered why certain tools were used, how they were created, and how they should be maintained.
