IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES FROM THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Stevenson asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes from September, 2004.

Mr. Marshall Nuchols appeared for the SWCD to discuss the request from the Commissioner’s budget.  He explained that the request would furnish a laptop computer and LCD projector for use by the technician, Nathan Stoelting. The unit will provide added support in the field.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 12-2004, PIKE LUMBER TAX ABATEMENT
Mr. Stevenson read Resolution 12-2004, a resolution dealing with a tax abatement for Pike Lumber Company, for its second reading.
Mr. McCullough moved to accept the resolution.  Mr. Price seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 14-2004

Mr. Stevenson read the following resolution in its entirety:

RESOLUTION 14-2004

County Attendance Officer/Intensive At-Risk Coordinator

RESOLUTION endorsing the establishment of a position to be heretofore called County Attendance Officer/Intensive At-Risk Coordinator for Clay County.  Said individual hired for such, shall work with Clay Community Schools and with all other social agencies in an effort to develop initiatives which will bring to bear all of the community resources as a means to meet student needs with the major initiative to be ensuring student attendance at school.

WHEREAS, there is a need for an Attendance Office/Intensive At-Risk Coordinator; and

WHEREAS, the Division of Family and Children’s Services and Clay Community Schools are willing to provide the funding for such an endeavor through various grants, and

WHEREAS, the children of Clay County deserve the services and the opportunities afforded by the establishment of such a position,

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, that the position of Clay County Attendance/Intensive At-Risk Coordinator be established to give the children of Clay County a better chance at being successful in school and in the community, and hereby also establishes a fund for receiving and disbursing said moneys.

APPROVED this 4th day of October, 2004 by the County Council of Clay County, State of Indiana.
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Mr. Joseph M. Dierdorf commented on the proposed resolution provided by Mr. Schadd, Superintendent of the Clay Community School Corporation.  Sheriff Carter added that the funds would be used to employ a new At Risk Coordinator, who will work on attendance problems.
Mr. Harding moved to approve the resolution.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Stevenson introduced Mr. Kurt Walker, the new reporter for local government for The Brazil Times.
Mr. Daryl Andrews addressed the Council regarding the ambulance service bids opened earlier that day during the Commissioner’ s meeting.  Mr. Andrews gave several personal comments regarding his view of the bids and the companies who responded.  He further stated what action he felt the Commissioners would take.
Mr. Andrews also stated that Gerri Husband had asked him to comment to the Council regarding used warning sirens from Michigan.  Husband was aware of several used sirens and poles that were available at $2,000 each.  Transportation was not included.  Andrews stated the expected cost to be from $13,000 to $14,000.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mrs. Rothrock moved to adjourn. Mr. Price seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.
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
