Ms. Melanie Brown appeared to explain her transfer request of $600.

Mr. McCullough moved to allow the transfer.  Mr. Harding seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Judge Robert Pell explained the need for his transfer requests.

Mr. Harding moved to allow the requests of $3,000 from Circuit Court.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Judge J. Blaine Akers appeared to explain his requests for transfers for Superior Court.

Mr. McCullough moved to allow the requests of $6,500 from Superior Court.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Sheriff Mike Heaton, Commissioner Davis Parr and Auditor Joseph Dierdorf explained the requests for transfers in the Jail CAGIT Fund, totaling $265,000.
Mr. McCullough moved to allow the requests in Jail CAGIT of $265,000.  Mr. Harding seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Auditor Dierdorf explained the transfer for the Health Department.

Mr. Moss moved to allow the transfer of $824.00.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Steve Bell appeared to explain his request to transfer $743.  Mr. McCullough moved to allow the transfer of $743.  Mr. Moss seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
Commissioner Parr explained the need to transfer $25,000 within the highway department.

Mr. Mark Dierdorf moved to approve the transfer of $25,000.  Mr. Moss seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Sheriff Mike Heaton presented a transfer request from the Sheriff’s Department to the Council.  Auditor Dierdorf stated that his office had not seen or prepared the request. The Council asked if they approved this transfer, could they not disallow the request for additional funds to come up later in the meeting?  Auditor Dierdorf stated that if the transfer was proper as presented, the the additional was not needed, however he was not sure the transfer presented was proper.  He also questioned why the additional was in the amount of $7,200 and the transfer was in the amount of $12,000, a $4,800 increase.

Mr. Harding moved to bring the Coroner’s request off of the table.  Mr. Moss seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
County Coroner Rick Swearingen appeared to address his additional requests of $8,000.  Mr. McCullough inquired about the average autopsy and other fees.  Mr. Swearingen answered his questions.  Auditor asked why he was requesting more funding when that account showed an unencumbered balance of over $6,000.  Mr. Swearingen stated that thought their balance was only a few hundred dollars.  Auditor Dierdorf suggested that the Swearingens visit the Auditors office and compare their records with the official records.
Mr. Mark Dierdorf moved to allow the additional request of $8.000.  Mr. Moss seconded the motion.  Motion failed 0-7.

Mr. Harding moved to approve the Sheriff’s request for a total of $7,200.  Mr. Moss seconded the motion.  Motion failed 0-7.

Mr. Moss moved to approve the request from the Highway Department for $2,000 for Commissioner mileage.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Mr. Harding moved to approve the total request of $141,000 from the Cumulative Bridge Fund.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

County Clerk Mary Brown appeared to explain her request for funding for a new Court Management System and additional file cabinets totaling $33,700 from the Clerk’s Perpetuation Fund.
Mr. McCullough moved to allow the total request of $33,700.  Mr. Harding seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Mr. Moore moved to approve the request from LEPC for $600.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 15-2005, 911 FEES

Mr. Parr explained the purpose of increasing the monthly fees for the 911 Fund.  He explained that the fee, currently $1.50, had not been changed since its inception.  Adding the remainder of the dispatchers in 2005 necessitated the additional funding.
Mr. Stevenson asked Mr. McCullough to read the proposed ordinance for its second reading, which he read in its entirety:

CLAY COUNTY COUNCIL

ORDINANCE 15-2005

AMENDMENT OF EMERGENCY TELEPHONE SYSTEM FEE

PURPOSE

WHEREAS, the Clay County Council adopted Ordinance 4-1993 on October 11, 1993.  Establishment of an Emergency Telephone System and Fee.  Under IC 36-8-16 et seq.

WHEREAS, The County Council of Clay County, Indiana hereby finds that the present level of funding at One Dollar Fifty Cents ($1.50) per month per subscriber is no longer sufficient to maintain and operate the Clay County Enhanced Emergency Telephone System.

GENERAL PROVISIONS


NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained and enacted by the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, that:

1. Pursuant to the authority of and subject to Indiana Code 36-8-16 et seq., an emergency telephone system and fee are hereby established to serve the citizens of Clay County, Indiana.  This fee shall be collected from the telephone service users of Clay County, Indiana and administered in accordance with the terms of this ordinance.

2. A monthly fee will be collected by the service supplier in the amount sufficient to pay for the lease, purchase or maintenance of the enhanced emergency telephone equipment of all public emergency response agencies in Clay County who install, operate and enhance the emergency telephone system.  Such fee shall be established, taking into consideration costs attributed to necessary computer hardware, software, and data basing, together with the rates associated with the enhanced emergency telephone system network services and such other personnel as deemed necessary.  The amount of such fee shall be certified by the Auditor of Clay County to the service provider before any such fees are collected, and such fee shall be set at Two Dollars Sixty Five Cents ($2.65) per month per subscriber.

3. The service supplier shall be entitled to retain an administrative fee of three percent (3%) of the monthly fees collected as compensation for collecting the fees.

4. All monthly fees collected, except for the three percent (3%) administration fee, shall be remitted to the Treasurer of Clay County within ten (10) days after the last day of the calendar year quarter.  With the fee remittal, the service supplier shall provide a fee collection report to the Auditor of Clay County on a form provided by said Auditor.

5. The Treasurer of Clay County shall deposit the remitted fees in a separate fund named the “Clay County Emergency Telephone System Fund.”  The Clay County Treasurer may invest monies in this fund in the same manner that other monies of the county are invested with the interest earned from such investment to be deposited in the Emergency Telephone System Fund.

6. During January of each year, each service supplier that collects the enhanced emergency telephone system fund for Clay County shall provide a delinquent fee report to the Treasurer of Clay County.  The report shall list the name, address, and amount due for each service user that is two (2) or more months delinquent in paying the fee.

7. This ordinance shall be construed in  accordance with IC 36-8-16 et seq.,

8. Each service supplier shall commence collecting the enhanced emergency telephone system fee from its service users on the    1st  day of    February
, 2006

SEVERABILITY CLAUSE
If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance is adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not effect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.  

EFFECTIVE DATE
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect on the first day of the second month after its passage by the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, which is the    5th day of

Auditor Dierdorf explained that he had proposed this ordinance to address statuary requirements concerning County Sheriff’s salaries.  He explained that passage did not raise the amount in the proposed budget, but did allow the yearly salary to be increased within 2005 if the state should so dictate.

Mr. Moss moved to suspend the rules and pass the ordinance on first reading.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
Mr. McCullough moved to pass ordinance 17-2005.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
IN THE MATTER OF THE CF1 FORMS FOR REAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY

Mr. Joseph Dierdorf addressed the Council and informed that the forms for personal property had not been signed.  He offered that he felt the forms had been approved earlier in the year and not been signed.  The Council agreed and Mr. Stevenson signed the forms.

IN THE MATTER OF JAIL MEDICAL COSTS

Sheriff Mike Heaton introduced Dr. Norman Johns from ACH to discuss and explain how ACH would address the medical requirements for the new jail.  Dr. Norman expressed how their company would help to minimize the costs for the County.  Their service would utilize a sliding scale to bring the County up to a normal monthly expenditure.
IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY ASSESSOR

Aron Royer appeared to update the Council on the status of his office and their efforts towards assessment.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. McCullough moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
