Auditor Dierdorf explained the $35,000 tax sale cost request.  This amount was incurred and collected during the taxation process although there was not a tax sale.
Steve Bell addressed the $118,000 request for adult safekeeping along with Sheriff Heaton.  Due to recent overcrowding, the judges were forces to move a number of prisoners out of the county.

Mr. Dierdorf explained that the $15,000 request for juvenile safekeeping was to keep current with the State of Indiana so that the State would not withhold any PTRC funds from Clay County.
Mr. Harding moved to approve all additional requests from the Commissioners budget.  Mr. Moss seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.

Mr. Brown addressed the $30,000 request for materials and the $500 request for the sale of County property.  The $30,000 replaced the reduction done previously and the $500 would serve as change, etcetera for the upcoming sale at the highway garage.
Mr. Moss moved to approve the requests.  Mr. McCullough seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.

Mr. Bell explained that the $11,754 request was to replace the reduction approved earlier in the meeting, now coming from a fund that could handle the expense.

Mr. Harding moved to approve the request.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.
