The totality of the benefits of the proposed project and installation of the new manufacturing equipment can reasonably be expected to result from the project and are sufficient to justify a five year personal property tax deduction from assessed valuation under Indiana statutes, and each such deduction should be, and they are hereby, allowed.

That the other benefits, about which information has been requested can be expected to result from the project and the redevelopment and rehabilitation.

The totality of the benefits of the proposed redevelopment and rehabilitation can reasonably be expected to result from the project and are sufficient to justify a ten year real property tax deduction from assessed valuation under Indiana statutes, and each such deduction should be, and they are hereby, allowed.

6.
That the Statement of Benefits, copies of which were submitted to the Council, is hereby approved and the Real Estate described hereinabove is hereby designated as an Economic Revitalization Area pursuant to I.C. 6-1.1-12.1-1 et. Seq., and petitioner is entitled to the ten year real property tax abatement provided therein for the proposed redevelopment and rehabilitation.

7.
That notice hereof should be published according to law stating the adoption and substance hereof, that a copy of the description of the affected area is available for inspection in the County Assessor’s Office and stating a date on which the Council will hear and receive remonstrance’s and objections and take final action, all as required by law.

8.
That this Resolution is supplementary and in addition to any prior resolution.
Mr. Mark Dierdorf moved to adopt Resolution 8-2006.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 6-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Moss commented on his feelings on economic development in Clay County.  He stated that he felt there were virtually no efforts being conducted by the County in this area.  He stated that he felt the County needed to coordinate their economic efforts.  He further stated that there needed to be comprehensive land use planning in Clay County.  He concluded by stating that he had used his position as Council President tonight to voice his personal views.
