Commissioner Daryl Andrews addressed the issue at hand.  He stated that three persons had been hired and would start on February 7, 2006 with training.  Once the County Council had approved the additional appropriation the State would send a check in the amount of $4,500, as specified in the contract between the County and the State of Indiana.  The State would effectuate electronic fund transfers (EFT’s) form that point forward.
Mr. Harding inquired about deficit funding for this venture.  Auditor Dierdorf explained that this particular fund could not run ”in the red”, that the funds had to be present before any disbursements could be made.
Mr. McCullough emphatically stated that Clay County had not created the problem and closed the Clay City License Branch, but rather that it was the State of Indiana.  He also stated that if the venture could not support itself, and supplemental funds were needed from the County, then the County would have no choice but to end the venture and close the Branch at Clay City He further stated that he sincerely hoped that the venture worked.

Mrs. Rothrock asked about the two part time employees and why there were two.  Mr. Andrews answered that both employees only wanted to work ten hours a week.
Mr. McCullough asked if any Council members disagreed with his statements and position.  None answered.

Mr. McCullough moved to approve the total additional request of $57,905.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Mr. Moss explained that since we had added employee classifications the Council needed to amend the 2006 Salary Ordinance to allow payment to the employees.  He read the following in its entirety:

Commissioner Brown addressed the Council and explained that the request covered items to furnish the new jail to allow its opening but were not part of and included in the construction process.  Mr. Harding asked Auditor Dierdorf if the funds could be used in this way.  Auditor Dierdorf assured Mr. Harding, and the remainder of the Council, that because of the restrictions placed on the CAGIT funds by the Council by ordinance, this was the only way that those particular funds could be used for these type items.
Mr. McCullough moved to allow the total transfer of $12,887.  Mr. Moore seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE WEST CENTRAL INDIANA ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT

Mr. Moss mentioned that the Council had failed to appoint a representative to the WCIEDD board in January.  He further stated that he had served in that capacity in the past and would be willing to continue if selected.

Mr. Harding moved to re-appoint Mr. Moss.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE EXTENSION OFFICE

Ms. Melanie Brown appeared to discuss cleaning at the new Extension office.  She commented that no funds had been appropriated by the Council in the 2006 budget.  Upon raising this issue with the County Commissioners that morning she had been instructed to approach the Council this evening.

The Council asked Ms. Brown how much funding would be needed for the remainder of 2006.  She estimated that $15 per week should suffice.  Mr. Joseph Dierdorf suggested that Ms. Brown figure out what she would need and then contact him to put the request together for presentation at the March Council meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Commissioner Brown gave a formal invitation to the Council members to the dedication of the new jail on February 19, 2006 at 1:00 PM.  

He also mentioned that the Commissioners had been using Bob Carter to address mechanical issues in the new jail in addition to his duties in the Court House.  He offered that the Commissioners were considering expanding the part time position into a full time position covering both buildings.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf offered that if the Commissioners were to hire another part time person instead of expanding into one, full time person, they could save the costs of benefits.
Commissioner Parr answered questions regarding mechanical problems in the new jail.  Mr. Brown mentioned that there was no provision in the 2006 budget for supplies related to the mechanical systems, and felt the Commissioners would be approaching the Council later in the spring to address the problem.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mrs. Rothrock moved to adjourn.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
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
