Clay County Council President Larry Moss called the regular meeting of the Clay County Council Monday, July 3, 2006, to order in the Commissioners’ Court Room at the Clay County Indiana Courthouse at 6:00 P.M.  Council members present were Larry Moss, Warren Stevenson, Rita Rothrock, Les Harding, and Mark Dierdorf.  Mike McCullough and Jon Moore were absent.  Mr. Moss led the meeting in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America and Mr. Harding led the meeting in prayer.  County Auditor Joseph M. Dierdorf made a record of the proceedings, to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
Mr. Moss stated that the Council had been presented with the minutes from the June 2006 regular meeting.  He asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes.  Hearing none, Mr. Moss stated that he would entertain a motion for their approval.

Mr. Harding moved to accept the minutes as presented.   Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.

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County Assessor Aron Royer appeared to discuss the additional request of $39,500.  He explained that the trending process was part of the new property taxation system in Indiana and was a required process by the DLGF.  Failing to conduct and complete this process could result in the State withholding the County’s property tax replacement credit funds.  The Commissioners had approved the contract and would also have to be approved by DLGF, which he anticipated in the near future.

Mr. Harding moved to approve the $39,500.00 additional appropriation.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.

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Mr. Moss asked if anyone was present to speak to the transfer request.  Seeing no one present, he asked Auditor Dierdorf if he had any information regarding the request.  Mr. Joseph Dierdorf answered no.  Mrs. Rothrock stated that she felt the issue should be tabled or denied since no person was there to explain the request.  She also stated that the Council had repeatedly asked officials to be present when requesting action from the Council and felt that if it was important enough for action, it was important enough for someone to be present.  Mr. Harding offered that it was a transfer, not and additional request, and they would not have asked for the action if it was not needed.
Mrs. Rothrock moved to table the issue.  Mr. Moss announced that the motion had died for lack of a second.

Mr. Harding moved to allow the $2,000 transfer request.  Mr. Stevenson seconded the motion.  Motion passed 4-1, with Mrs. Rothrock voting nay.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Commissioner Parr stated that State Representative Andrew Thomas and Sheriff Heaton were in Indianapolis today working to procure a State DOC program to re-train inmates to return to society.  He stressed that the County could make no fiscal contribution to the effort.

Mr. Moss reported that the jail currently had 16 paying inmates generating $35. per inmate per day.  He also added that the program Mr. Parr alluded to would involve 30 to 40 prisoners.
Mrs. Carolyn Mullins appeared to inquire about and make comments on the new dog tax statute.  She offered some suggestions for the future.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Stevenson moved to adjourn.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.
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
