Clay County Council President Larry Moss called the regular meeting of the Clay County Council Monday, March 6, 2006, to order in the Commissioners’ Court Room at the Clay County Indiana Courthouse at 6:00 P.M.  Council members present were Larry Moss, Mike McCullough, Warren Stevenson, Rita Rothrock, Les Harding, Mark Dierdorf and Jon Moore.  Mr. Moss led the meeting in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America and Mr. Stevenson led the meeting in prayer.  County Auditor Joseph M. Dierdorf made a record of the proceedings, to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
Mr. Moss stated that the Council had been presented with the minutes from the February 2006 regular meeting.  He asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes.  Hearing none, he stated that he would entertain a motion for their approval.

Mr. McCullough moved to accept the minutes as presented.   Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE CASH DRAWER FOR THE CLAY CITY LICENSE BRANCH

Deputy Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh presented to the Council the need for a cash drawer at the Clay City BMV Branch.
Mr. Stevenson moved to establish a cash drawer in the amount of one hundred dollars.  Mr. Moore seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE FUND TO FUND LOAN
Auditor Dierdorf and Deputy Alumbaugh informed the Council of the current budget status.  Mr. McCullough referred to a work session held with the Auditor and Deputy Auditor, Mr. Moss and Mr. Stevenson on March 3rd.

Mr. McCullough moved to borrow $800,000 from the Reassessment Fund and place into the County General Fund and $100,000 from the Reassessment Fund and place into the Health Fund.  All borrowed funds to be repaid by December 31, 2006.  Mr. Harding seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF TRANSFERS

Mr. Moss read the following in its entirety:

Mr. Joseph Dierdorf explained that the salary ordinance needed to be amended to allow the Commissioners to change from an hourly to a daily rate.
Mr. McCullough moved to suspend the rules and pass the Ordinance on first reading.  Mr. Stevenson seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Mr. Mark Dierdorf moved to adopt proposed ordinance 4-2006.  Mr. Moore seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
IN THE MATTER OF THE AMENDMENT OF ORDINANCE 2-2003; NEW JAIL CONSTRUCTION FUND

Mr. Moss informed the Council that the next item of business involved CAGIT funds set aside years ago to facilitate construction of the proposed new jail.  Mr. Moss, Mr. McCullough and Mr. Stevenson had met with the Auditor and his staff on Friday March 3, 2006 to discuss the 2006 County Budget as returned from DLGF.  After careful review the Council members had decided to propose to use the remaining funds in this fund to balance the budget for 2007.  To do so required the changing of the verbiage in the original ordinance.  A final decision from the County regarding the budget was required by March 6, 2006, midnight.
The Council discussed the budget situation for a period of time with attention to future budgets.

Mr. Moss read the following in its entirety:

AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE 2-2003

DESIGNATING SPENDING REQUIREMENTS OF THE 

NEW JAIL CONSTRUCTION FUND

Be it Ordained by the Common Council of Clay County, Indiana, that:

Clay County has now successfully completed construction of a New Jail, leaving a remaining balance.

All costs related to the planning, construction, and engineering of the Jail have now been satisfied, thereby rendering this fund unnecessary.

The Clay County Council  now orders a sum of $340,099.11 to be remitted to the General Fund, to be considered as miscellaneous income for the year 2006.  At the conclusion of 2006 the “New Jail Construction Fund” shall be considered inactive, and shall cease to exist.

This ordinance will take effect immediately upon passage.

Mr. Harding moved to suspend the rules and pass the ordinance on first reading.  Mr. Stevenson seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.  
Mr. Harding moved to adopt the amendment to Ordinance 2-2003.  Mr. Stevenson seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE 2007 BUDGET AND DLGF
The Council discussed what was needed to balance the 2006 budget.  

Mr. Stevenson moved to lower the income figure on care of inmates from $900,000 to $600,000.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Further discussion on the 2006 budget by the Council centered on the availability of additional funds.  The Council reiterated that no foreseeable extra funds would be available for the remainder of the year, and that offices and departments would have to stay within their budgets.

Mr. Moss was asked to formulate a letter to be sent to elected officials and department heads.  Mr. Moss will send all Council members a draft copy of the letter, before it is sent. for their input. 
IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 3-2006, COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS FUNDS
ORDINANCE  3-2006

BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of Clay County, Indiana, that:

(A) The County Council of Clay County, Indiana elects to receive deposits to 

be made under IC 11-12-6-12, headed County Corrections fund deposits,

computation, and

(B) The County Council of Clay County, Indiana, designates the level of funding that the

County known as Clay County elects to receive under IC 11-12-6-13 (C) and 

11-12-6-5 “Level 3 Funding” defined, as Level Three (3), and

(C) The County Council of Clay County, Indiana, does hereby establish a Fund to

Be known as “County Corrections Fund” and does hereby direct the Clay County Auditor

To establish said fund to receive monies designated as County corrections Money by

the Department of Corrections.

The Clay County Auditor is directed to certify the passage of this Ordinance to the Indiana 

Secretary of State.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect beginning before May 1, 2006 and shall be

Subject to renewal, modification and may be rescinded annually.

Mrs. Rothrock moved to pass and adopt Ordinance 3-2006.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Commissioner Brown informed the Council of some changes in the custodial staff that happened that day.  He assumed that he may return to the April meeting for more revisions to their budget.

Mr. McCullough made a statement regarding the old jail.  He stated that he was against any proposal for the old jail that did not include a positive income flow.  He further stated that before it cost the County to maintain the structure, he suggested that it be demolished and a parking lot constructed.
Sheriff Heaton reported that the jail was coming along fine with a few problems.  He indicated that he would be approaching the Council in the future to establish rates and fees for the work release program.  He also mentioned that he was meeting with the federal marshals next week to work on the housing of federal prisoners.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Mark Dierdorf moved to adjourn.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
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
