Mrs. Rothrock asked if the $1,500 request for Jackson Township came from the Reassessment fund.  Mr. Dierdorf answered that it was asked from County General.  He stated that he would have to check the Indiana Code to see if it could come from Reassessment.

Mr. Mark Dierdorf moved to approve the additional request.  Mr. McCullough seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Commissioner President Charlie Brown explained the additional request from the Cumulitative Bridge Fund totaling $694,000.  He stated that the County currently had no federal aid bridges.  Bean, Longest and Neff had four bridges approved and this action was intended to carry through the next four years.  Mr. Moss was concerned that this action would tie the hands of future elected leaders. Commissioner Andrews stated that this action should be considered planning.
Mrs. Rothrock moved to approve the total; amount of $694,000.  Mr. Harding seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

County Clerk Mary Brown appeared to explain her additional request of $8,300 from the Clerk’s Perpetuation Fund.  She explained that she was continuing to move old data into her new system.
Mr. Harding moved to approve the $8,300 request.  Mrs. Rothrock seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 2-2006, REAL PROPERTY ABATEMENT FOR PDF
Mr. Kenny Maurer appeared to represent PDF and the final action on their tax abatement.  He explained their current expansion as well as future projects.

Mr. Harding moved to adopt Resolution 2-2006.  Mr. McCullough seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.

Mr. Stevenson reported on an informational meeting attended by some Council members regarding a project proposed by C.A.R.S.  He expressed his opinion of the project and informed the Council that it would require about $4,000 additional dollars in the next three years budgets.
