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Presented to the Clay County Council, read in full and adopted this 5th day of March, 2007. 
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Health Officer Dr Rahim Farid appeared before the Council, along with board members John Rissler, and Dr Everett Conrad.  He presented the Council with the Health Board approval of a request for a Deputy Health Officer.  
The Health Officer oversees WIC, Food Stamps, First Responders, Emergency Management, Immunization, Tobacco Cessation, and much more.  Dr Farid is out of the County for a period of time each year, and there also needs to be a backup for him in case of illness or injury.

Since the County is operating without an approved budget, and the Health Fund was approved with a zero operating balance, the Council can not approve any additional at this time.  After the Budget has been approved, and an operating balance is established, due to unused 2006 appropriations, then a request can be approved.  In order to fund the Deputy Health Officer, a transfer will need to be made to cover the expense.

A motion to deny the request for additional made by Larry Moss, and seconded by Rita Rothrock.  Motion carried 6 ayes
