Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders appeared before the Council to request  $1,045.00 to pay for legal consulting fees for the Personnel Handbook, and $3,000.00 for emergency funds to start work on the flood damage throughout the County. A motion to approve was made by Rita Rothrock, seconded by Steve Withers. Motion carried 7 ayes.
Commissioner Paul Sinders explained how the 75% reimbursement from FEMA on the recent flood damage would work, and that the additional funds were needed because of that damage. A motion to approve was made by Dolores Johnson, and seconded by Rita Rothrock. Motion carried 7 ayes.
Commissioner Sinders updated the Council on the three Bridges that would need replaced and/or repaired. He said they had received quotes on the work, but had decided to wait until they received information from FEMA. He said that the bridge on County Road 200 South might need to be upgraded. 
Concerning the Erie Canal Levee Association, Commissioner Sinders said that since the Association is not a Government entity, they cannot receive money from the USDA directly. The Commissioners are going to be the fiscal entity so that the Association can receive help. The County will pay 75% of the repairs to the levee, and will be reimbursed by the USDA. The Erie Canal Levee Association will be responsible for the other 25%.
Doris Scully, District Conservationist NRCS told the Council that the County had been approved for funding by USDA. She went on to explain the difference between emergency funding and non-emergency projects.

She said emergency projects must be done within 10 days of receipt of funding.
The Commissioners thanked the Council for their patience, understanding, and cooperation during the recent flood disaster.

A motion to approve the Cumulative Bridge additional request was made by Warren Stevenson and seconded by Larry Moss. Motion carried 7 ayes.

Chief Deputy Rob Gambill explained the need for the Digital Video Mirror Kits. He said the total invoice was $31,400.00 for 8 kits, but they only need $3,000.00 from Title Check Fees. He said $18,000.00 would be taken from Sheriff Sale Fees, $4,000.00 from Accident Reports, and $6,400.00 from Federal Equitable Sharing. Rita Rothrock made a motion to approve, seconded by Warren Stevenson. Motion carried 7 ayes.

Assessor Mark Barnhart and First Deputy Auditor Nancy Coleman presented the Council with the C-F 1 Tax Abatement filings for tax year 2008 pay 2009.
