A RESOLUTION TO TRANSFER REMAINING BALANCES OF THE FAMILY AND CHILDREN’S FUND AND THE CHILDREN’S PSYCHIATRIC RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT SERVICES FUND FROM THE LEVY EXCESS FUND TO THE COUNTY RAINY DAY FUND.


WHEREAS, Public Law 146-2008 repealed the county family and children’s fund (IC 12-19-7 before its repeal); and the county children’s psychiatric residential treatment services fund (IC 12-19-7.5 before its repeal); and


WHEREAS, Indiana Code 6-1.1-18.5-17 mandated the county transfer any excess balances from the county family and children’s fund and the county children’s psychiatric residential treatment servicews fund to the county levy excess fund; and


WHEREAS, Public Law 182-2009 allows counties to transfer said balances from the county levy excess fund to the county rainy day fund;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA, AS FOLLOWS:

The remaining balance of the county family and children’s funds now in the levy excess fund in the amount of 
$588541.54    by transferred to the county rainy day fund.

The remaining balance of the county children’s psychiatric residential treatment services funds now in the county levy excess fund in the amount of

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 8-2009

Council President Michael McCullough read the following resolution:
Resolution 8-2009

Establishing the Clay County Economic Development Commission


Whereas, IC 36-7-12 (the “Act”) grant authority to the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, to establish a Department of Economic Development to be controlled by an Economic Development Commission to meet the needs existing for the financing of economic development and pollution control facilities in and near Clay County; and


Whereas, the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, finds it appropriate to establish the Clay County Department of Economic Development and the Clay County Economic Development Commission.


Now, therefore, be it Resolved, that:

1. The Clay County Department of Economic Development, controlled by the Clay County Economic Development Commission, be and is hereby created and granted all powers and duties of such Department and such Commission as set for the in the Act.

2. Pursuant to I.C. 36-7-12-7, the three members of the Clay County Economic Development Commission shall be appointed by the Clay County Board of Commissioners.  One of the members shall be selected by the Board of Commissioners, one shall be nominated by the Clay County Council and one shall be nominated by the City of Brazil Common Council.

3. As required by I.C. 36-7-12-9, the Clay County Auditor shall promptly notify the executive and fiscal bodies required to make selections and nominations required to appoint the Economic Development Commission.  The officers required to make selections and nominations shall do so within fifteen days after receiving said notice and each selectee and nominee shall be appointed by the Board of Commissioners within ten days after receiving the nominations.

Passed and adopted by the Clay County Council on the 3rd day of August, 2009.
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A motion to approve Resolution 8-2009 was made by Larry Moss, and seconded by Rita Rothrock.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Steve Withers made a motion to nominate Tom Ames as the Council appointment.  Motion seconded by Larry Moss, and carried with 7 ayes.  Paul Sinders will give Mr. Ames his official notification.
IN THE MATTER OF ADDITIONAL FULL TIME EMPLOYEE FOR SUPERIOR & CIRCUIT COURTS

Circuit Court Judge Joe Trout, and Superior Court Judge Blaine Aker appeared before the Council to request consideration at the budget hearings for their request for full time clerical staff for their offices.  Their court work has substantially increased.  Superior Court has suffered from much turn over in their part time employee.  The Judges reminded the Council that the courts do generate a significant amount of income to the General Funds through fees.
Superior Court Reporter Roxanna Tisdale stated that training part time staff, only to have them leave because of a lack of benefits was not productive.

The Council thanked the Judges for their input.

IN THE MATTER OF CIRCUIT BREAKER IMPACT REVIEW

Mike McCullough then shared the results of an information only meeting held with the various taxing units, and Umbaugh & Associates, who propose to do a parcel by parcel analysis of the effects of Circuit Breaker, in order to explore funding options through Local Option Income Taxes.

Umbaugh has submitted has submitted a proposal to do this study with a fee of $30,000.  This cost could be prorated between the affected taxing units, but their agreement would be with the County.

The Council would need to hold a special meeting to approve the funds for this study.  The Special Meeting will be held on August 19, 2009 at 6:00 p.m.

There being no other business, Larry Moss made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Steve Withers. Motion carried 7 ayes.
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
