Mike McCullough then brought up the letter Dr. Farid has sent to all of the Council Members, claiming that Joyce Vinson’s salary was not equal to that of the Deputy’s in other offices in the Courthouse.  The letter was not made public.
After discussion, Mike assured Joyce and Dr. Farid that the 2% raise for 2009 had been given, and she was receiving an amount more that Deputies in other offices.  If Dr. Farid intends for Joyce to receive additional funds, he will need to make those available in some of their grant dollars or Local Health Maintenance funds, and request an amended salary ordinance be approved by the Council.  No Health Fund tax dollars would be used.

IN THE MATTER OF PARK & RECREATION

Jack Withers gave a report on the status of the Park & Recreation Board.  Doug Barr has not resigned.  Steve Withers returned all of the Park & Recreation paperwork to the Council, and the documents are being stored at the Courthouse.  Jack and Steve have attended meeting with the Knightsville Town Board, and the Center Point town board, and have contacted the Town of Staunton.  The entities are willing to take responsibility for their respective parks, but want information in writing.
Scott Teiken and a group of eight members of the Poland Lions Club were in attendance.  As a group, they are willing to take responsibility for the Poland Park, but wanted information on 2009 funding, and possible continued funding for 2010.

Mike McCullough assured the group in attendance that the 2009 funding was in place.  

Commissioner Charlie Brown indicated that at the end of 2009 the parks would need to be vacated in order to eliminate the County’s liability.

A discussion of funding of all parks for 2009 ensued, and the possibility of transfer to local entities, and not for profits.

Jack Withers and Steve Withers will contact the Park Board Members who have resigned to see if they would serve to the end of 2009 to make an easy transition to local ownership.

IN THE MATTER OF GENERAL BUSINESS
Assessor Mark Barnhart appeared before the Council to give them a head ups on a future request for additional in the Reassessment Fund.  He failed to budget for some software support in his 2009 budget request, but has sufficient money available to cover the expense.
Recorder Joe Dierdorf introduced Boy Scout Luke Calton who is working on his Eagle Scout.
