A motion to approve $10,000.00 for Highway Engineering was made by Dolores Johnson, and seconded by Steve Withers.  Motion carried 6 ayes, 1 abstain.

A motion to approve $20,000.00 for Public Defender was made by Rita Rothrock, and seconded by Brian Wyndham.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CHANGES TO SHERIFF RETIREMENT PLAN

Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Council with the proposed changes to the Retirement Plan.  Most of the changes are required by the IRS, and several proposed changes are optional.  The Council was comfortable in approving the changes without further explanation, and requested that Elaine Beaty of McKreedy and Keene could appear at a future meeting to clarify proposals.
Ms. Beaty, along with the Sheriff will be placed on the July agenda.

The Sheriff then requested permission to purchase a box trailer, using equipment funds, to facilitate the transport of seized property.  The cost of the trailer would not be borne by the county, but the insurance would be.  The insurance would be $300.00 at the highest.  Sheriff Heaton will approach the Commissioners regarding the cost of the insurance.

IN THE MATTER OF A FULL TIME JUSTICE CENTER MAINTENANCE POSITION
Charlie Brown presented a proposed salary of $24,000.00 for the maintenance position at the Justice Center.
Mike McCullough state that we need to take care of that facility.  Charlie will need to prepare an additional appropriation request, and amended salary ordinance to be considered at the June meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF POLAND PARK

Jack Withers reported that Scott Teiken has requested that the Commissioners deed the Poland park to the Lions Club.

Mike McCullough stated that December 31, 2009 would be the time to transfer the property.  If transferred earlier, then funding from the County would stop.

Mike then thanked Steve Withers, and Jack Withers for their work in dealing with the parks, and the Park Board.

IN THE MATTER OF OUTDOOR LIGHTING AT THE FAIRGROUNDS

Paul Sinders reported that there were now working lights at the Fairgrounds.  Several new lights have been installed, and some which were already there have been repaired.

There being no other business, Rita Rothrock made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Larry Moss. Motion carried 7 ayes.
