Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Council to report the needed transfer was to cover part time jailers, and for overtime through the end of 2009.  He has experienced the need for more part time jailers to cover for full time employees who for various reasons have not been able to fill their shifts.
A motion to approve as submitted was made by Steve Withers, and seconded by Rita Rothrock.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CONTINUING PERSONAL PROPERTY ABATEMENTS

Assessor Mark Barnhart reported to the Council that he had been informed by the DLGF Field Representative “Everett” that since equipment is reported in “pools” on the form 133 personal property tax return, that the taxpayer is entitled to continuing abatement on any property reported within the “pool”.  This effectively allows a taxpayer to extend his abatement beyond the Council designated time frame.

The Council expressed their concern that the intent of their granting abatements was not being honored, and questioned whether or not this was legal.  Mr. Barnhart stated that the information he had been given does permit the taxpayer to obtain the abatement was he stated.
Mike McCullough suggested that this information be investigated, and if necessary, the Council write a letter to the DLGF to inform them that Clay County does not agree with the terms given them.

Auditor Alumbaugh assured the Council that she has not intention of applying any abatements to property which had exceeded the term set forth by the original resolution passed by Council.

IN THE MATTER OF ENERGY STUDY FOR COUNTY BUILDINGS

Paul Sinders informed the Council that the Commissioners had agreed to a grant to study and upgrade the lighting in the County buildings.  This grant will be at no cost to the county.  The grant will be submitted by December 7, 2009, and he will inform the Council if it is approved.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, Rita Rothrock made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Steve Withers. Motion carried 7 ayes.
