Clay County First Deputy Auditor   

Coroner Joel Reinoehl explained the need for additional funds to cover 2008 autopsies that was not encumbered by the previous Coroner. A motion to approve $11,500.00 for Autopsy Fees was made by Larry Moss, seconded by Steve Withers. Motion carried 7 ayes.
Prosecutor Lee Reberger said that the Indiana State Police no longer do drug testing for the County through their lab. He stated that this is the amount his office needs now, but may additional funds in the future. Brian Wyndham made a motion to approve $516.00 for Prosecutor drug testing, seconded by Rita Rothrock. Motion carried 7 ayes.
Commissioner Charlie Brown told the Council that the Highway Department failed to encumber road equipment money for the purchase of a tractor. Rita Rothrock made a motion to approve $89,800.00 for road Equipment, seconded by Charles Hoskins. Motion carried 7 ayes.
The need to use Social Security Redaction funds was explained by Recorder Joe Dierdorf. He said the funds must be appropriated by Council, and could help with some of the expenses previously covered under County General. Dolores Johnson made a motion to approve $4,000.00 for Maintenance & License Fees and $5,500.00 for Equipment Lease. The motion was seconded by Brian Wyndham. Motion carried 7 ayes.
Assessor Mark Barnhart appeared before Council and explained that due to an oversight, he failed to encumber the money for GIS Maintenance and Sales Disclosure Maintenance. He said the need to appropriate money for As2 Personal Property Software was because their former software provider stopped doing business in Indiana. A motion to approve $6,520.00 for GIS Maintenance, $3,500.00 for Sales Disclosure Maintenance, and $7,650.00 for As2 Personal Property Software, was made by Larry Moss and seconded by Rita Rothrock. Motion carried 7 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF LOCAL PUBLIC HEALTH COUNCIL COORDINATOR
County Health Nurse Diane Dierks introduced Vicki Frees, the new LPHC Coordinator, to the Council. She also invited the members to the District 7 Public Health Emergency Preparedness Drill that will be held on May 7, 2009
IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 3-2009
Council President Michael McCullough read the following in its entirety;
RESOLUTION No. 3 - 2009
RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A COMMISSIONERS CERTIFICATE SALE FUND

WHEREAS, Clay County, Indiana, acting by and through the Clay County Commissioners, enacted Resolution No. 1-2009 establishing the intent to conduct a Commissioners’ Sales to sell tax sale certificates for properties that are severely delinquent in payment of property taxes.


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana, has set a date for sale of said certificates on April 7, 2009, and has determined a minimum bid, including actual cost of the sale.  Said bids shall be collected by the Treasurer of Clay County, at the conclusion of the sale and remitted into a fund called Commissioners; Certificate Sale Fund


WHEREAS, it is determined that the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana shall have the authority to use such funds to first pay the cost of the sale, and next to satisfy delinquent taxes, penalties, and other assessments without the approval of the Clay County Council.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CLAY COUNTY COUNCIL establishes the Commissioners’ Certificate Sale Fund, and gives the authority to use the funds to first pay the cost of the sale, and next to satisfy delinquent taxes, penalties, and other assessments without the approval of the Clay County Council.

A short discussion followed concerning Commissioners Sale. A motion to pass Resolution 3-2009 was made by Steve Withers and seconded by Rita Rothrock. Motion carried 7 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF A FULL TIME JUSTICE CENTER MAINTENANCE POSITION
Commissioner Charlie Brown explained the need at the Clay Justice Center for a full time Maintenance person. He said John Hughbanks had been hired as part time, and was currently working solely at the Justice Center. Mr. Hughbanks has already accumulated a lot of comp time, and is called in quite often at night. Mr. Brown said, if a full time position is created, the regular work hours may have to be adjusted so that Mr. Hughbanks does not accumulate so many comp time hours.
Brian Wyndham asked if the work at the Justice Center was custodial or maintenance? Sheriff Mike Heaton said that most of the work John Hughbanks does is maintenance, Rick Hayes does most of the custodial work at the Justice Center. Sheriff Heaton went on to say that maintenance and custodial work are under the Commissioners control. 

Mike McCullough asked how many custodial employees were on staff at this time. Commissioner Brown responded that there are two fulltime employees, (one without benefits), and five part time employees that work three days a week. 
Mr. McCullough said that he thought that is too many employees. He said with the property caps set by the State on property tax, it may be hard in the next few years for County General to have enough funds for the employees we already have. Mr. McCullough further stated that the Commissioners and Council may have to reduce the budget in another area to fund this new position.
Charlie Brown said that the Commissioners had thought of compensating Mr. Hughbanks $18,000.00, plus benefits. 
The Council thought that amount may be too low and suggested the Commissioners ask Mr. Hughbanks what amount he had in mind. 

Larry Moss said that the Council may need to begin looking at personnel county-wide. 

The Council said they agreed that a full time maintenance position was needed at the Justice Center, and asked the Commissioners to decide the amount of compensation and come to the next Council meeting. 
Mike McCullough asked the Commissioners to send letters to the Council, prior to the meeting, outlining their plan.  

IN THE MATTER OF FEDERAL STIMULUS FUNDS
Commissioners Paul Sinders reported on the status of the Federal Stimulus Package. He said as time passes, more and more projects are being eliminated from the list of qualified stimulus package projects, and the funds are available on a first come, first served basis. The Commissioners had hoped to repair some of the county roads, but only the major collectors and minor arterials, as determined by INDOT qualify for stimulus funds. The Commissioners needed $5,000.00 immediately in order to submit for the stimulus package for Harmony road, so a transfer was made out of Commissioners mileage. An additional appropriation will follow in May to replace mileage funds, and ask for another $5,000.00 to submit for another road. 
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, Dolores Johnson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Rita Rothrock. Motion carried 7 ayes.
