IN THE MATTER OF BPV GRANT

Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Council to inform them that the Federal Bulletproof Vest Grant has been awarded to Clay County for a 50% reimbursement up to $11,000.00.  The first purchase of vests has been made, and a claim has been submitted for reimbursement for slightly over $6,000.00.  The second round of purchases will be in excess of $18,000.00, and will require additional funds to purchase.  Sheriff Heaton proposed using Federal Equitable Sharing money to make up the difference.

State law now requires the purchase of new vests every five years, in order to provide protection for our law enforcement  officers.

Sheriff Heaton also informed the council of the need for Dispatcher recertification.  He plans to have all Dispatchers certified in the protocol used by our adjoining counties, as well as our ambulance provider, Transcare.  He will need to request approximately $3,500.00 to $3,800.00 for this training from E-911 funds.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, Dolores Johnson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Rita Rothrock. Motion carried 6 ayes.
