IN THE MATTER OF FUNDING TO REPAIR/REPLACE CHILLER

Commissioner Charlie Brown appeared before the Council to inform them that one of the coils on the chiller unit for the Courthouse is leaking and must be replaced.
The Council then discussed the long term cost of not replacing the unit, and the cost of replacing all three coils.  They need more details and more information on ways to improve efficiency.  Auditor Alumbaugh will contact Brad Gentry at IWM to see if there are any grants available, and request that they offer some insight into the cost savings of replacement versus repair.

Charlie then reported that the asbestos removal is progressing at the old jail.

He then wanted to publicly thank all of those people who assisted during the recent ice storm.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY WHEEL TAX

Resident Walt Moore and his wife Marie appeared before the Council to inform them that they have been questioning other residents, and have found that nearly 100% of the people they talked to support a wheel tax.

The Council responded that since passing the LOIT tax last year, they have been reluctant to consider another tax.  Larry Moss pointed out that the revenue a wheel tax would generate was not a much as expected.  The Council did assure Mr. Moore that the possibility of a wheel tax in the future was not out of the question.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Toni Carter distributed copies of proposed legislation regarding voting centers, and indicated they she felt this could save the County money on elections in the future.

A general discussion of bills currently being considered by the Indiana legislature then ensued.
