Council President Michael McCullough read the following in its entirety:
CLAY COUNTY ORDINANCE NO.___5__-2011

     A General Ordinance Establishing a Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund account for the Clay County Prosecuting Attorney.

     WHEREAS, IC 11-12-1 establishes locally and regionally operated Community Corrections Program which includes community restitution or service programs.

     WHEREAS, IC 36-1-3, grants Clay County home rule powers needed for effective operation of government as to local matters.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CLAY COUNTY COUNCIL, INDIANA

      SECTION 1.  There is hereby created the “Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund”.  The Fund shall consist of deposits of monies received as a result of payment offsets from persons against whom community service hours are assessed and made payable to the Clay County Prosecuting Attorney.

      SECTION 2.  All monies collected or received under Section 1 shall be transferred to the County Auditor who shall deposit said funds with the Clay County Treasurer.  Any such monies collected shall be maintained in a separate, revenue accounts.  Such account shall consist solely of deposits of Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund monies.

      SECTION 3. (a)  Monies received by the Clay County Prosecuting Attorney as a result of payment offsets may be expended only with the approval of the County Council upon a claim submitted by the Prosecuting Attorney of Clay County.

(b)  The funds in this account may be expended only for law enforcement purposes in compliance with the laws, ordinances and regulations of the State of Indiana.

      SECTION 4,  Monies remaining in the respective funds at the end of the year shall not revert to any other fund and shall continue in the Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund.

      SECTION 5.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon passage in compliance with IC 36-2-4-5


Presented for first reading on April 4, 2011.

County Prosecutor Lee Reberger appeared before the Council to explain that the proposed ordinance would establish a fund to create a revenue stream to perform needed services within his office.
The opportunity to offset Community Service would only be offered to first time non violent, non victim cases.

Several Council members expressed their concern over the ability to “buy out” of punishment at only $10.00 per hour.

Larry Moss made a motion to suspend the rules and pass on first reading, seconded by Brian Wyndham.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Steve Withers made a motion to approve Ordinance 5-2011, seconded by Brian Wyndham.  The motion failed to pass at 5 ayes, and 2 nays.  A unanimous vote is required to pass an ordinance on first reading.

IN THE MATTER OF AIR CONDITIONER COIL REPLACEMENT

Commissioner Paul Sinders appeared before the Council to recommend that Havel replace the leaking coil on the Courthouse air conditioning system.  The entire system has been evaluated and it was determined that the unit has a projected life of approximately fifteen (15) years.  The replacement on the single coil will cost around eight to nine thousand dollars.  The Commissioners will prepare a request for additional appropriation for the Council to consider at the May meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no other business, Rita Rothrock made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Chip Hoskins.  Motion carried 7 ayes.
