Council President Michael McCullough read the following in its entirety:
CLAY COUNTY ORDINANCE NO.___5__-2011

     A General Ordinance Establishing a Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund account for the Clay County Prosecuting Attorney.

     WHEREAS, IC 11-12-1 establishes locally and regionally operated Community Corrections Program which includes community restitution or service programs.

     WHEREAS, IC 36-1-3, grants Clay County home rule powers needed for effective operation of government as to local matters.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CLAY COUNTY COUNCIL, INDIANA

      SECTION 1.  There is hereby created the “Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund”.  The Fund shall consist of deposits of monies received as a result of payment offsets from persons against whom community service hours are assessed and made payable to the Clay County Prosecuting Attorney.

      SECTION 2.  All monies collected or received under Section 1 shall be transferred to the County Auditor who shall deposit said funds with the Clay County Treasurer.  Any such monies collected shall be maintained in a separate, revenue accounts.  Such account shall consist solely of deposits of Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund monies.

      SECTION 3. (a)  Monies received by the Clay County Prosecuting Attorney as a result of payment offsets may be expended only with the approval of the County Council upon a claim submitted by the Prosecuting Attorney of Clay County.

(b)  The funds in this account may be expended only for law enforcement purposes in compliance with the laws, ordinances and regulations of the State of Indiana.

      SECTION 4,  Monies remaining in the respective funds at the end of the year shall not revert to any other fund and shall continue in the Prosecutor’s Discretionary Fund.

      SECTION 5.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon passage in compliance with IC 36-2-4-5

Acting as the Redevelopment Commission of Brazil, Indiana,

Pursuant to a Sub-Recipient Agreement Regarding the Brazil NSP Grant Program


WHEREAS, the City of Brazil has obtained grant funding through the Indiana Department of Housing & Community Development Authority through a grant provided under Title III of Provision B of the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 using the federal neighborhood stabilization program (“NSP Grant”); and


WHEREAS, the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, acting as the Redevelopment Commission for the City of Brazil, has executed a Sub-Recipient Agreement with the City of Brazil and the Indiana Housing & Community Development Authority in order to assist the City of Brazil with the transfer of properties acquired through the NSP Grant and the administration of funds received in connection with the disposition of those properties in accord with the terms and provisions of the Grant; and


WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Commission is required to establish the non-reverting fund in which to deposit any program income received by it pursuant to the said NSP Grant;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Clay County Council:


1.
That there is hereby established the “Clay County Redevelopment Commission NSP Program Income Fund”.


2.
All sums received by the Clay County Redevelopment Commission acting as the Redevelopment Commission for the City of Brazil (pursuant to an Interlocal Agreement pursuant to Ordinance 15-2008 of the Brazil Common Council and Resolution 2008-4 of the Brazil Common Council) (the “Redevelopment Commission”) pursuant to a Sub-Recipient Agreement between the Redevelopment Commission, the City of Brazil, and the Indiana Housing & Community Development Authority concerning a certain Neighborhood  Stabilization Program Grant.


3.
Money in the Clay County Redevelopment Commission NSP Program Income Fund may be expended by the Clay County Redevelopment Commission only after proper resolution by the Clay County Redevelopment Commission for the purposes provided by law and in accord with the Sub-Recipient Agreement.


4.
The Clay County Redevelopment Commission NSP Program Income Fund shall be a non-reverting fund.


5.
This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage.


6.
This Ordinance is adopted on the same day and at the same meeting at which it was introduced with unanimous consent of the Clay County Council.
