Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Council to explain the need to appropriation additional funds for a Jailer allowed in prior year but request failed to be added to the 2012 budget request.  
A motion to approve was made by Larry Moss and seconded by Toni Carter.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Joe Dierdorf and Mary Jo Alumbaugh explained that the request for records restoration was to purify and clean records previously stored in the old jail prior to demolition.  These records will be cleaned and either returned to their office in either the Auditor or cleaned and transported to the state to be microfilmed in the case of the Recorders documents.

IN THE MATTER OF AMENDED SALARY ORDINANCE 01-2012
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Council to explain the need for an additional Jailer.  In order to maintain and possibly increase DOC prisoner housing, Clay County must provide training and counseling to inmates.  If Clay County cannot furnish this then according to Bruce Lemmons of DOC then we will not be receiving any future Indiana State prisoners.  For this reason, he needs a dedicated staff member to fill this position.

Judge Blaine Akers also commented that Community Transition can also utilize this service with Community Corrections individuals.  We will soon see legislation to keep al D felons at local jails and will be forced  to offer these services anyway.  He would also recommend allowing this additional position.
A request for additional appropriation for the salary for this position will be presented at the February meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF FUTURE FUNDING OF THE SURVEYOR’S OFFICE

Mike McCullough opened the discussion of the Council’s intent to reduce funding to the Surveyor in 2013 in fairness to any person seeking that office in the upcoming election.  This decision needs to be made.  The County must set two salaries, one for a license surveyor and one for an unlicensed surveyor.  The licensed surveyor is to receive 150% on the unlicensed surveyor.
Chip Hoskins said that he feels this is a part time job, basically on call, and the salary should be at a part time rate.

Toni Carter suggested $12,000 for a licensed surveyor and $8,000 for an unlicensed surveyor, and Steve Withers concurred.

Mike also mentioned that the other issue that must be addressed by the Commissioners is whether or not to try to keep the office open during business hours.

Toni Carter made a motion to allow $12,000.00 for a license surveyor and $8,000.00 salary for an unlicensed surveyor with no clerical for 2013, seconded by Steve Withers.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, Rita Rothrock made a motion to adjourn seconded by Dolores Johnson.  Motion carried 7 ayes.
