Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Council to explain the need for $15,000.00 for inmate education to provide GED testing for all prisoners.  If this service is not provided then the state will not house prisoners at our facility.
A motion to approve was made by Larry Moss and seconded by Chip Hoskins.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Sheriff Heaton also explained that the $753.48 for legal fees and services was to pay the attorney fee for the County Auction of seized property held on March 3, 2012.

Steve Withers made a motion to approve seconded by Rita Rothrock.  Motion carried

Steve Withers also made a motion to approve $1,805.52 in Drug Forfeiture for the same matter, seconded by Dolores Johnson.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Prosecutor Lee Reberger appeared before the Council to explain the need for additional in Prosecutor General Fund due to the revenue shortfall in the Prosecutor Deferral Fund.  This fund has supplemented the costs of the Prosecutor’s office, but recently the revenue has been reduced due to the ISP reducing the number of troopers in Clay County.

Toni Carter questioned whether this would be the Prosecutors only request in 2012, or would he havefuture additional requests for other expenses.  Mr. Reberger assured the Council that this would fully fund the remainder of 2012.

A motion to approve all Prosecutor requests was made by Rita Rothrock and seconded by Chip Hoskins.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

The Commissioners appeared before Council with their request to replace the roof on the Highway garage and office with a Duroplast roof cover instead of conventional roofing.  This application has a fifteen year guarantee, and would be installed by a local roofing company.

A motion to approve was made by Rita Rothrock and seconded by Toni Carter.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF PROPOSED WHEEL TAX
Brazil Mayor Brian Wyndham appeared before the Council to share two points with them:  The Wheel Tax and the Council’s request for a Highway Plan.

1. Wheel tax- The Mayor feels that the taxpayers are willing to get on board.  This money by Indiana Code can only be spent on road improvements.  The City would realize approximately $95,000.00 per year.  He urged the Council to give strong consideration to passing the tax.

2. Plan for City Streets-The Mayor does not feel an obligation to submit a plan.  The City is responsible for the appropriation and spending of City dollars, not the County Council.  Streets in the City have always been repaired by the city and they have to also deal with utilities which are tied in with the street.

The City is making an effort to be fiscally responsible and the cost of a plan is unnecessary.  Everyone need to look at the positive not negative and should not use this proposed tax as a political platform.

A lively discussion by Council ensued.
Paul Sinders then appeared before the Council on behalf of all Commissioners to encourage the Council consideration of the Wheel Tax for Clay County.  While the Highway Department would be happy to furnish any information needed to the Council, they were not willing to develop a comprehensive highway plan that could potentially mislead the public about work to be done on a strict schedule, however, if necessary the Highway would do a two year plan, but not a five year plan.  Paul also reminded the Council of the Highway’s reduction in revenue as well as manpower during the past few years.

Mike McCullough stated that he would be working closely with Paul to develop an Ordinance to be presented for first reading at the May 7th meeting.
