The estimated cost of the new equipment, not including software, will be $65,000.00 to $100,000.00.  Rob also mentioned that the recording equipment has also been “sunset” and it will not be supported for much longer.  This will be a future cost to think about. 
Rob stated that the State 911 Board audit has been completed and the Clay County 911 will not compliant due to the lack of needed software updates, such as text message abilities.
