IN THE MATTER OF INDUSTRIAL PARK ROAD

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Clay County is requesting $71,573.00. If approved the money will be on the normal grant cycle of July 1st thru June 30th.
